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Teesta overilows,
floods villages

A swollen Teesta has flooded scores of
villages in the northern region while
officials fear that heavy rains in Indian
upstream areas will result in flash floods in
Sylhet and Sunamganj districts any time.
Vast upstream areas in India are
already experiencing a worsening
flood situation amid torrential rains,
and the level of water in the rivers in
Bangladesh’s Sylhet region is rising.

The Flood Forecasting and Warning
Centre forecast that the Teesta may swell
past the danger level in Hatibandha
upazila of Lalmonirhat today.

Meanwhile, water levels in the
Brahmaputra, Jamuna, and Padma
rivers are also rising at different places,
and may continue the trend until
Thursday, the centre said in a bulletin.

The Teesta flowed 5 cm above
