‘Brothers in crime’

6 members of gold smuggling syndicate held

Ruhul Amin and Rezaul Karim are two
brothers from Cumilla’s Daudkandi.

Around 250km away, in Jashore’s
Sharsha, there are two more brothers
Oliyar Rahman and Nasir Uddin.

The four have been working unitedly
with one Ramzan Ali of Jashore for the
last three years. Together, as “Bhai-Bhai
they lead a gold smuggling
syndicate from Dubai to India using

The five smuggle gold consignments
from Dubai to Bangladesh via Dhaka
and Chattogram airports. They then
smuggle the gold to India via Benapole.
national,
also joined hands with the brothers’
syndicate. He receives the smuggled gold
and disperse the consignments in India.

Criminal Investigation Department
claimed to have found the outcome
while investigating a gold smuggling
case filed in last year in Jashore.

Six people — Nazmul, Rabbi, Jony,
Arif Miazi, Jahidul, and Shahjalal
were arrested with 135 gold bars last
year at the Benapole border.

CID’s Jashore district office was
investigating the case and a year-
long investigation revealed the five
masterminds of the syndicate.
it sent a letter to CID
headquartersand the money laundering

unit filed another case with Kotowali

Goutam,

Police Station in Jashore.

Alongside the five masterminds, CID
also named the previously arrested six
people in the first information report
filed under the money laundering act.

According to the FIR, the syndicate
illegally earned Tk 13.52 crore by
smuggling gold. These five individuals
also have properties in different areas
of the country, the FIR reads.

They smuggle gold from
Dubai to Bangladesh via
Dhaka and Chattogram
airports. They then smuggle
those to India via Benapole.

Investigators said Ruhul and Rezaul
were responsible for smuggling the gold
from Dubai to Bangladesh and then hand
over the consignments to Oliyar, Nasir,
and Ramzan. The three then smuggled
the gold into India from Benapole land
port using carriers, who were mainly
involved in smuggling cattle.

Officials said the syndicate was also
involved in dollar trading, as it used to
receive dollars in exchange for gold.

Saidur Rahman, aninspector of CID’s
financial crime unit, said he received
the investigation charge just a day back.
“Six accused in the case are already in
jail and we are now conducting a drive

Bangladesh best in South Asia
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At 43.8 percent parity,
Bangladesh’s  Economic
Participation and
Opportunity sub-index
performance is one of the
lowest globally  (139th),
according to the report.
However, this marks a
recovery to its 2020 parity
level. Improvement in the
estimated earned income
since 2021 edition has
helped drive this recovery,
as the gaps across the other
indicators show less change.
The report shows seven
South Asian countries

along with Iran and
Afghanistan-- has achieved
63.4 percent gender parity,
the second-lowest score of
the eight regions studied.

Bangladesh, Bhutan
and Sri Lanka are the best
performing countries in
the region, while Pakistan,
Iran and Afghanistan are
at the bottom of both
the regional and global
ranking tables.

Nepal, Maldives, and
India obtain the fourth,
fifth and sixth position
respectively in the region.

At the current rate of

progress, full parity in the
region will be achieved in
149 years, as per the report.

According to the 2023
Global Gender Gap Index,
no country has yet achieved

full gender parity.
For the 14th year
running, Iceland  (91.2

percent) takes the global
top position in gender
parity.

The global top five is
completed by three other
Nordic countries -- Norway
(2nd), Finland (3rd) and
Sweden (5th) - with New
Zealand ranking 4th.

Asaduzzaman Roni said
that around 1,000 farmers
in 10 villages in his union
are suffering due to river
water that permeated
through  the locality
through the collapsed dyke.

The WDB has made
preparations to prevent the
movement of water but the
farmers are in dire state, he
added.

Kurigram WDB sub
divisional engineer Ismat
Toha said the dyke was
constructed in 2012-2013.
It has not been repaired
since then.

“It is not possible to
dumping sand-filled geo
bags and geo tubes at this

moment due to water flow.”

Sand-filled geo bags
and geo tubes are being
prepared and these will
be dumped when the
water level decreases. The
situation here is still under
control, he claimed.

Erosion was reported in
few upazilas of Jamalpur
yesterday as water in the
Jamuna has been swelling
up threatening to engulf
houses, religious  site,
market and schools.

Abdul Barik, a local of
Katma village at Noarpara
union in Islampur village,
said the Jamuna has been
furious over the last few days.

“The flood engulfed my
house. I took refuge in one

of my relatives’ house after
losing my home,” he said.

Ruman Hasan,
chairman of Noarpara
Union Parishad, said they
informed WDB about the
erosion that washed away
many homes in the union.

Abdul Mannan, water
point measure of WDB,
said the water in the
Jamuna increased by 12cm
and flowing 43cm below
the danger level.

In Pabna, though the
Jamuna is swelling, it is still
below the danger level, said
WDB officials.
