Aslam’s lawyer
Muhammad Masud-Ul-
Haque said his client is
accused in 39 cases and
he secured bail in 38 cases
except the one filed with
Shahbagh Police Station.

Aslam, who is now in
Cumilla jail, was arrested in
that case in October, 2021.

Another HC bench had
issued a rule on January 4
last year asking the state to
explain why he should not
be granted bail in this case.

On May 15, 2016 Aslam
was reportedly picked up
from Khilkhet over the
alleged plot with Israel
to topple the Bangladesh
government. He was sued
for the alleged sedition on
May 26, 2016.
