The High Court yesterday
imposed an injunction on
leasing out Chakirpasa
Beel in Rajarhat uparzila
of Kurigram, asking the
authorities to remove all
illegal ~ structures from
the waterbody within two
months.

A bench consisting of
Justice KM Kamrul Qader
and Mohammed Showkat
Ali Chowdhury came up
with the ruling in response
to a petition filed by
Bangladesh Environmental
Lawyers Association (Bela)
recently.

In the ruling, the court
instructed the divisional
commissioner of Rangpur
and deputy commissioner
of Kurigram not to lease
out the beel, and asked the
superintendent of police
in Kurigram and UNO of
Rajarhat to dismantle all
the illegal structures from
the waterbody within two
months.

Chairpasa Beel locally
known as branch river ends
up in Teesta River. The beel
has been shown as a pond
and leased out to a non-
fishing association.

The court also
instructed the divisional
commissioner and DC to
submit a report on what
steps they have taken in
this regard.

Persistent rainfall for 48 hours till yesterday
noon, coupled with rising waters during
high tide, crippled much of Barishal city
with waterlogging, disrupting daily life of
inhabitants.

Roads and houses in the low-lying areas
under Barishal City Corporation -- including
Rupatali, Bottola, College Row, College
Avenue, Baidyapara, Sagardi, and Palashpur --
have been submerged under two to four feet of
water, causing immense sufferings to people.

The city’s busiest main road, Sadar Road,
was inundated with at least two feet of water
for two days since Sunday.

People living in slums in the city’s low-
lying areas, including Palashpur and Stadium
Slum areas, were unable to cook food due to
water entering their houses.

Bashir Ahmed, senior observer at Barishal
Meteorological Office, said the city saw a total
149.6mm of rain over the last 24 hours till
yesterday noon.

Meanwhile,several voluntaryorganisations,
including BD Clean, have been carrying out
clean up works in different canals in Barishal
city to prevent waterlogging.

Masudur Rahman of BD Clean said they
have cleaned the canal in Chowmatha area of
the city so that the water can recede quickly.

BANGABAZAR FIRE
Work for new
building likely
to start Sept

Dhaka South City Corporation has initiated a
project to construct Bangabazar Paikari Nagar
Biponi Bitan, a 10-storey shopping complex, at
the place of Bangabazar complex, which was
destroyed by fire.

The new market building will have 3,042 shops.

According to DSCC sources, Mayor Sheikh Fazle
Noor approved the new design yesterday. He also
gave some directives and asked for amendments in
the proposed design.

The tendering process will commence this
month while the authorities hope to undertake
physical works by September.

“We are working on the design. As soon as it
is finalised, we will start the tendering process.
Construction works will begin after the tender is
allotted,” said DSCC Spokesperson Abu Naser.
THE NEW DESIGN

According to Bangabazar Shop Owners

Association sources, the building will be built on
the 106.28-katha land, where fire engulfed the
four markets.

The new complex will have basement parking
which will accommodate 196 cars and 80
motorbikes, and a total of 22 eateries on different
floors.

A total of 384 shops will be constructed on the
ground floor, while the first and second floors will
have 366 and 397 shops, respectively.

There will be 774 shops each on the third and
fifth floors while the fourth and sixth floors will
have 404 shops each.

The seventh floor will accommodate 313 shops.

Of the 3,020 common shops, 918 will be allotted
to traders of hawkers’ market in Bangbazar
Complex, 829 to Gulistan hawkers’ market, 572
to Mahanagar hawkers’ market, and 701 shops to
Adarsh hawkers’ market.

The new building will have 81 more shops than
the destroyed Bangabazar shopping complex.
Each shop will have an area of 80-100 square feet.

Additionally, the eighth floor willaccommodate
an office for the shop owner’s association, and
working stations for staff and security personnel.
