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for their own businesses,
banking facilities, money
laundering, and other
purposes. Free media
is not possible without
democracy,” he added.
Alleging that AL
government has  been
regulating the country’s
media strategically
for almost one and a
half  decades, Fakhrul
said, “Awami  League
government has complete
control over the media.
The government commits
misdeeds, snatches away
people’s  rights, seizes
the bare minimum of
constitutional rights, and
manipulates the media to
hide these from the public.”
“To make their
power permanent, AL
government has amended
the  constitution and
controls the parliament,
electoral  system, the
administration, and most
concerningly, controls the
media,” he further said.

Fakhrul also claimed
that the international
community has stated

unequivocally that there is
no democracy in Bangladesh
and that no credible
elections can be held under
the AL government.

Hence, a smaller number
of eggs get cracked in the
process, leading to a short-
supply, he said.

Around 50,000 eggs
usually come daily to the
depot, 300-400 pieces of
which get cracked during
transportation.

“Following the price
hike, the eggs are supplied
every other day. Thus, the
number of cracked eggs
has come down to 100-150
pieces per batch,” he added.

Wholesalers mend the
cracked eggs with tape and
sell them to a few retailers
in the open market and
small bakeries.

“We used to sell cracked
eggs for Tk 12-20 per
bundle of four, which is
now being sold for Tk 20-
30,” he added.
