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breakfast at midnight,” he 
said.

“Mukta entered the 
kitchen around 2:00am 
and attempted to lit the 
stove. The spark ignited 
an explosion, engulfing 
the entire room in flames. 
From what I’ve heard, 
there was a gas leak in the 
house, which might have 
caused the explosion,” he 
said.

Tarikul Islam, a resident 
physician at the burn 
institute, said Atahar had 
suffered 55 percent burns, 
Mukta 45 percent, Afsana 
25 percent, Altaf two 
percent, and Morjina five 
percent.

Among the five, Mukta, 
her husband Atahar, and 
their child Afsana are in 
critical condition.

The family’s village 
home is in the Galachipa 
upazila of Patuakhali. A 
week ago, Mukta, along 
with her husband and 
daughter, came to visit her 
father’s house in Jurain.

Provide info on 
Bangabandhu’s 
killers and get 
rewarded
Says Momen

Foreign Minister AK Abdul 
Momen yesterday said the 
government would reward 
those who can provide 
information on the killers 
of Bangabandhu Sheikh 
Mujibur Rahman.

“If you can give us 
information, you will be 
rewarded,” he said while 
speaking at a discussion at 
Jatiya Press Club.

Describing Canada and 
the US as countries with 
very strong rule of law, he 
said they should not shelter 
murderers.

Momen said the 
government has written 
many letters to the US and 
Canadian governments 
seeking steps for returning 
the killers; even the PM 
wrote to the US president.

“We demand allotment 
of seats for all students,” 
said a student wishing 
anonymity..

Even cracked eggs
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have the white part leaking 
but the yolk remaining 
intact are being sold for Tk 
35 (earlier sold for Tk 20-
25), and those with more 
leaks come at a price of Tk 
30 (sold for Tk 15-20 a week 
ago), shared Alam.

Contacted, Jisan Ahmed, 
owner of Bismillah Traders, 
located at the largest egg 
depot in Bangladesh on 
Tejgaon Railway Station 
Road, said the workers have 
been instructed to carefully 
load and unload eggs 
from trucks now, as it has 
become a prized possession 
following the hike.

Hence, a smaller number 
of eggs get cracked in the 
process, leading to a short-
supply, he said.

Around 50,000 eggs 
usually come daily to the 
depot, 300-400 pieces of 
which get cracked during 
transportation.

“Following the price 
hike, the eggs are supplied 
every other day. Thus, the 
number of cracked eggs 
has come down to 100-150 
pieces per batch,” he added.

Wholesalers mend the 
cracked eggs with tape and 
sell them to a few retailers 
in the open market and 
small bakeries.

“We used to sell cracked 
eggs for Tk 12-20 per 
bundle of four, which is 
now being sold for Tk 20-
30,” he added.

Not concerned over

Fakhrul also claimed 
that the international 
community has stated 
unequivocally that there is 
no democracy in Bangladesh 
and that no credible 
elections can be held under 
the AL government.

The government had 
also made global appeals 
in bilateral, regional and 
international forums to 
track down the culprits. 
However, only two of the five 
could be traced -- Rashed 
Chowdhury in the US and 
Noor Chowdhury in Canada.

Contacted, Law 
Minister Anisul Huq said 
his ministry has already 
finalised the draft of a 
law for constituting a 
commission to identify the 
conspirators.

A bill on the law will be 
placed before the parliament 
if Prime Minister Sheikh 
Hasina approves it and then 
the commission will be 
formed, he said.

He, however, did not 
say how much time will be 
needed to pass the bill and 
to formulate the law.

Replying to a query, 
the law minister said the 
government is trying to 
bring Bangabandhu’s 
killers Rashed Chowdhury 
and Nur Chowdhury back 
to the country.

“We are trying to 
overcome the obstacles in 

bringing Nur Chowdhury 
from Canada and we are 
holding talks with the US to 
bring Rashed Chowdhury 
back. I will not say more 
than this at the moment,” 
he said.

The government 
could not find out the 
whereabouts of other three 
convicts -- Khandaker 
Abdur Rashid, Shariful 
Haque Dalim and 
Moslehuddin Khan -- 
despite a series of efforts 
made through diplomatic 
channels, intelligence and 
Interpol.

However, the Hasina-
led government has moved 
another step towards 
ensuring justice by executing 
convict Abdul Majed.

Abdul Majed, who had 
long been hiding abroad, 
was hanged on April 12, 
2020. 

Earlier, five other 
convicts -- Syed Farooq 
Rahman, Sultan Shahriar 
Rashid Khan, Bazlul Huda, 
AKM Mohiuddin Ahmed 
and Mohiuddin Ahmed -- 
were executed on January 
28, 2010. 

Another convict Aziz 
Pasha died in Zimbabwe in 
2001.

27 wholesalers fined

Kaptan market holds 
significance in the 
country’s egg supply chain, 
serving as a hub for egg 
distribution from remote 
regions across the country, 
he said.
