Ctg customs sues
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Assistant Revenue Officer
Md Bakibillah filed the case
with Bandar Police Station
alleging that the authorities
concerned found various
discrepancies in the
documents provided by the
company. It also stated that
the company doesn’t even
have an importing licence,
even though it managed to
secure the tender to import
the insecticide for DNCC.
Confirming the case,

The Daily Star,”According
to the case statement, the
importer and its local C&F
agent imported mosquito
insecticide by submitting
false papers and
tampering with customs
documents.”

Earlier, DNCC also
lodged a case against
Marshal for not importing
BTI insecticide as per the
purchase contract and
blacklisted the company.

Md Bayajid, a regular
launch  passenger said
he is disappointed by the
closure of Barguna-Dhaka
route. During various
festivals, bus owners charge

double the fare for people
returning home, while the
launch is more affordable.
Masum Khan, the
owner of MK Shipping
Lines Company, said, “We
have stopped the launch
movement on Barguna-
Dhaka route for now. We
are losing 1.5 to 2 lakh taka
on every trip. Last month
there was a loss of 38 lakh
taka. If fuel prices falls, we
expect to start the launch
movement again.”

Syeda Sitwat Shahed,
2030 WRG consultant,
briefed about a project
titled “Introducing Water
Efficient Technologies in

Barind,” saying, “Some
48,000  farmers  used
alternative  wetting and

drying technology for rice
and ultra-high  density
cultivation techniquesusing
drip irrigation for mango
in Rajshahi, Naogaon, and
Chapainawabganj for the
last five years.”

With these technologies,
farmersincreasedriceyields
by 7 percent while using
16 percent less irrigation,
saving 79 percent walter,
and increasing mango
production by around 33
percent, she said.

BMDA Executive
Director Abdur Rashid said
rice cultivation also has a
negative impact on carbon
emission levels.

He said BMDA has
already started shifting
towards using  surface
water for irrigation, instead
of groundwater.
