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Protesters block road
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The students also
complained that Sajal used
to bring external goons to
the room and has thereby
created a reign of terror
on the entire campus. Sajal
also allegedly extorts vast
sums of money by trading
hostel seats and promising
to help students pass in
exams, the protesters said.
Many students of the

institute were subjected
to Sajal's torture while
protesting  against  him,

they said, adding that Sajal
has been aided by Institute
Principal Amayat-Ul-
Hasin in carrying out these
activities, said Sabuj Mandal,
a 3rd-year student of dental
department at IHT.

Numerous photos and
video footages of Sajal’s
crimes are already available
on social media, but the
administration has yet to
play any role to stop him,
said Aminul Islam, another
student.

“On September 2, we
filed a case against Sajal
but police could not nab
him yet. The police gave
assurances of taking action
against Sajal but are yet to
take any step,” Sabuj said.

“He is a dangerous
criminal and no one of us
are safe unless he is caught.
