COLLEGE STUDENT MURDER

Mob snatches 
accused from cops, 
beats him to death

An angry mob yesterday snatched away an 
arrestee, accused in connection with abduction 
and murder of a college student, from a police van 
and beat him to death.

The deceased, Umi Ching Marma, was arrested 
from Rangamati in connection with abduction 
and murder of a college student, said Abdullah Al 
Haroon, officer-in-charge of Raozan Police Station. 

Police also recovered the dismembered body of 
Shibli Sadiq Hriday, 20, from a remote hilly area 
in Kaokhali upazila of Rangamati, where he was 
buried, 13 days after he was abducted from Raozan 
upazila of Chattogram.

Shibli was a student of Kadalpur School and 
College in Raozan. He also worked at a chicken 
farm, from where kidnappers abducted him on 
August 28, demanding a ransom of Tk 15 lakh.
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10 journos 
injured in 
road accident

At least 10 journalists 
and some of their family 
members were injured 
in a collision between a 
passenger bus and a truck 
on the Patuakhali-Kuakata 
road in Ballabpur area of 
Patuakhali Sadar yesterday.

The accident took place 
when the bus carrying the 
journalists and their family 
members from Kuakata 
tried to sidestep a cement-
laden truck coming from 
the opposite direction and 
skidded off the road.

Sushanto Ghosh, 
Barishal correspondent of 
The Daily Star, and Monirul 
Alam Swapan Khandkar, 
president of Barishal 
Union of Journalists, are 
among the injured. They 
were returning to Barishal 
boarding two buses after 
attending BUJ’s bi-annual 
conference on September 
9 and 10 in Kuakata, they 
said.

When one of the buses 
reached Ballabpur, an 
oncoming truck lost 
control and collided with 
the bus. While the bus tried 
to avoid the collision, it 
also hit a roadside tree. The 
front part of the bus got 
twisted, they added.

Police and fire fighters 
took the injured to 
Patuakhali Medical College 
Hospital.

TACKLING HUMAN-TIGER CONFLICT

Nylon fence to be set 
up in Sundarbans

Forest Department has decided to 
install nylon net fencing in parts of 
the Sundarbans, the world’s largest 
mangrove forest, to tackle human-tiger 
conflicts.

Initially, a total of 10 kilometres 
of nylon fencing will be erected in 
the Baidyamari and Dhansagar areas 
of East Sundarbans. Later it will be 
implemented in the Golakhali area of 
the Satkhira range.

This work will start in November this 
year, said Abu Naser Mohsin Hossain, 
Project Director of Sundarbans Tiger 
Conservation Project and Divisional 
Forest Officer of Khulna.

Nylon fencing will be put up 
experimentally in some places. In total, 

60 km area will be fenced under the 
project, he added.

He also said an 8-foot high fence 
would be erected so that no cows or 
buffalos could enter the Sundarbans. 
It will also prevent the tigers from 
entering nearby villages.

The move is a part of the Bangladesh 
Forest Department’s three-year 
‘Sundarbans Tiger Conservation Project’.

He said the local community like the 
Village Tiger Response Team (VTRT), 
Community Patrol Group(CPG) will 
maintain the fencing, adding that 
nylon fencing has worked well in the 
Sundarbans region of West Bengal, India.
