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How the attack 
unfolded

COVERING ROCKET BARRAGE
At about 6.30 am (0430 GMT) Palestinian Islamist 
group Hamas fired a huge barrage of rockets 
across southern Israel, with sirens heard as far 
away as Tel Aviv and Beersheba. Hamas said it 
had fired 5,000 rockets in a first barrage. Israel’s 
military said 2,500 rockets were fired. Smoke 
billowed over residential Israeli areas and people 
sheltered behind buildings as sirens sounded 
overhead. At least one woman was reported killed 
by the rockets.

DAWN INFILTRATION
The barrage served as cover for an unprecedented 
multi-pronged infiltration of fighters, with the 
Israeli military saying at 7.40 am (0540 GMT) that 
Palestinian gunmen had crossed into Israel. Most 
fighters crossed through breaches in land security 
barriers separating Gaza and Israel. Videos issued 
by Hamas showed fighters breaching the security 
fences, with the dim light and low sun suggesting 
it was at around the time of the rocket barrage.

FIGHTING AT ISRAELI MILITARY BASES
Israel’s military said at 10:00 am that Palestinian 
fighters had penetrated at least three military 
installations around the frontier - the Erez border 
crossing, the Zikim base and the Gaza division 
headquarters at Reim. It said fighting at Erez and 
Zikim continued. Hamas videos showed fighters 
running towards a burning building near a high 
concrete wall with a watchtower and fighters 
apparently overrunning part of an Israeli military 
facility and shooting from behind a wall.

BORDER TOWN RAIDS
Fighters raided the Israeli border town of Sderot 
and were reported to be in another border 
community, Be’eri, and the town of Ofakim 30km 
(20 miles) east of Gaza, according to Israeli media 
citing phone calls from residents. A video verified 
by Reuters showed several gunmen riding the back 
of a white pickup truck moving through Sderot. 
Israel’s military ordered residents to shelter inside, 
saying on the radio “we will reach you”.

TAKING CAPTIVES
Israeli media has reported that gunmen have 
seized hostages in Ofakim. Islamic Jihad said it 
was holding several Israeli soldiers captive and 
Hamas social media accounts showed footage of 
appearing to show captives being taken alive into 
Gaza.

ISRAELI STRIKES
At 9.45 am blasts were heard in central Gaza 
and Gaza city and at 10.00 am. Israel’s military 
spokesperson said the airforce was carrying out 
strikes in Gaza. Medics in Gaza said dozens of 
people were killed in the strikes.

Why did Hamas attack 
Israel now?

Hamas spokesperson Khaled Qadomi has 
told Al Jazeera that the group’s military 
operation is in response to all the atrocities 
the Palestinians have faced over the decades.

“We want the international community to 
stop atrocities in Gaza, against Palestinian 
people, our holy sites like Al-Aqsa. All these 
things are the reason behind starting this 
battle,” he said.

“This is the day of the greatest battle to end 
the last occupation on Earth,” Mohammed 
Deif, the Hamas military commander said, 
adding that 5,000 rockets were launched.

“Everyone who has a gun should take it 
out. The time has come,” Deif said, according 
to reports.

Hamas called on “the resistance fighters in 
the West Bank” as well as “our Arab and Islamic 
nations” to join the battle, in a statement 

posted on Telegram, reports Al Jazeera.
The rockets were fired as far north as Tel 

Aviv. Hamas also sent fighters into southern 
Israel.

Israeli media said that gunmen had opened 
fire on passers-by in the town of Sderot, and 
footage circulating on social media appeared 
to show clashes in city streets as well as 
gunmen in jeeps roaming the countryside. 
One report claimed Hamas fighters had taken 
control of multiple Israeli civilian population 
centres, where residents were begging for help 
from their government.

The Israeli army says dozens of fighter jets 
were carrying out attacks on Hamas targets in 
the Gaza Strip.

Currently, the gun battles are taking place 
in and around the towns of Kfar Aza, Sderot, 
Sufa, Nahal Oz, Magen, Be’eri, and the Re’im 
military base, the Times of Israel reported.

The Israeli army warned Israelis who live 

near Gaza to stay in their homes or head to 
shelters.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu 
says his country is in a war it “will win”.

Israeli Defence Minister Yoav Gallant said 
Israel “will win this war.” Hamas, he said, 
had made a “grave mistake this morning and 
launched a war against the State of Israel”.

Israeli media reported gunbattles between 
bands of Palestinian fighters and security 
forces in towns in southern Israel. Israel’s 
police chief said there were “21 active scenes” 
in southern Israel

Al Jazeera’s Walid al-Omari, bureau chief 
in Ramallah, says Israeli forces surrounded 
a house in the Ofakim settlement and 
negotiations are under way with Palestinian 
fighters who are allegedly holding hostages.

The Ministry of Health in Gaza has issued 
a call for blood donations at hospitals in the 
besieged enclave.

US pushing Russia ‘toward 
using’ nuke weapons: Belarus

Belarusian President Alexander 
Lukashenko said Friday that by 
arming Ukraine, the United States 
is pushing Russia toward using 
nuclear weapons.

“I am getting the impression – I 
say again that it is my opinion – that 
Americans are pushing Russians 
toward using the most terrifying 
weapon. They arm Volodymyr 
Oleksandrovych Zelensky and 
his army and provide long-range 
missiles. Even missiles able to fly for 
300 km (186 miles),” Lukashenko 
said during his visit to a military 
facility in the Brest region.

Lukashenko added that if such 
a missile struck Russian territory, 
Moscow would have to respond.

“One such attack deep into the 
Russian territory and the response 
will be colossal. Otherwise, why do 

we need these (nuclear) weapons 
for?” Lukashenko said.

According to him, the fanning 
of tensions between the countries 
could lead to a situation when Russia 

“will take out the red button and put 
it on the table.”

He added that Americans didn’t 
fear for their safety “because they are 
across the ocean.”

Putin says successful test carried 
out of new nuclear-powered 
strategic missile

Lukashenko’s comments came 
after Russian President Vladimir 
Putin said Thursday it was possible 
to revoke the ratification of a treaty 
banning nuclear tests.

The day after Putin’s comments, 
Russian State Duma Speaker 
Vyacheslav Volodin said the State 
Duma Council “will definitely discuss 
the issue of revoking ratification of 
the Comprehensive Nuclear Test Ban 
Treaty” at their next meeting.

Lukashenko also commented on 
the uncertain fate of US Congress 
aid for Ukraine, calling it a signal 
for Ukraine “to hurry up, expand the 
scope of the counteroffensive and 
throw more young men there.”

Lukashenko gave his version of 
why the US wants Ukraine to speed 
up the counteroffensive. He claimed 
US President Joe Biden could use a 
Ukrainian victory on the battlefield 
to boost his approval rating.
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
