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Anisul Huq’s movable
assets go up 11 times

The movable assets of Law Minister Anisul Huq
have increased around 11 times in the last five years,
according to the affidavit he submitted to the Election
Commission ahead of the upcoming national polls.

According to the affidavit, the minister, who’s a
candidate for Brahmanbaria-4, possesses movable
assets worth Tk 69,21,50,177,
which was Tk 6,22,99,207 in 2018.

He now  possesses Tk
10,92,94,199 in cash, while he had
Tk 6,00,000 in his possession in
2018.

He has Tk 6,54,60,787
deposited in banks and other
financial institutions, while the
amount was Tk 4,58,62,992 five years ago.

His movable assets also include bonds, debentures,
investments in the stock exchange, along with the
shares of two banks, according to the recent affidavit,
which were not in his possession five years ago.

His investments in postal and saving certificates
have increased to Tk 5,79,24,898 from Tk 15,00,000
in five years.

He also has four motor vehicles and one
motorcycle, which are worth Tk 5,48,70,000,

Manju’s assets drop, wife

sees 72-fold rise in cash

The assets of Anwar Hossain Manju, chairman of
Jatiya Party (Manju), has dropped in the last five
years, but it’s the other way around for his wife,
according to the affidavit he submitted for the
upcoming national polls.

Manju, an incumbent lawmaker of Pirojpur-2 and
also a candidate from the same
constituency, has Tk 1,01,94,021in
cash based on his recent affidavit,
while he had Tk 1,05,83,060 in
2018, according to the affidavit he
submitted to the EC ahead of the
11th parliamentary election.

His investment in the share
market has come down to zero
from Tk 3,61,95,141 in 2018, but his investment in
savings certificates has increased to Tk 87,30,700 in
2023 from Tk 43,29,795 in 2018.

However, according to the 2023 affidavit, his wife
has seen a 72-fold increase in the amount of cash in
her possession in the last five years, as she now holds
Tk 1,95,83,208 in cash, compared to Tk 2,69,440 in
2018.

She also has Tk 34,03,548 in banks, while the
amount was Tk 20,20,034 in 2018.

Murshedy has over
Tk 149cr in assets

Abu Sayeed Al Mahmud Swapan, an incumbent
lawmaker and AL candidate for Joypurhat-2, has
bank loans worth over Tk 764 crore, according to
the affidavit he submitted to the EC ahead of the
upcoming national polls.

In the affidavit, Swapan, a
former whip at the parliament,
mentioned that he loaned Tk
7,64,24,00,000 from six private
banks in the last five years, as he =
had zero loans according to the —
affidavit he submitted ahead of
the 2018 national election.

According to the affidavit,
Swapan owns at least 14 businesses.

He mentioned his annual income is Tk 1.15 crore
from those businesses and his position as MP, while
his annual income from the same sources was Tk
1.02 crore.

In five years, his movable assets have also gone up
from Tk 80,05,000 to Tk 1,92,00,000.

As per the 2023 affidavit, Swapan has immovable
assets worth Tk 2.583 crore, while his wife’s
immovable assets amount to Tk 2.87 crore.

His wife also has movable assets worth Tk

Abdus Salam Murshedy, an incumbent lawmaker
and AL candidate from Khulna-4 constituency, has
seen a significant increase in his movable assets
over the last five years, according to the affidavit he
submitted to the EC.

His movable assets have shot up to Tk 137.86
crore based on the affidavit, while
they amounted to Tk 95.11 crore
five years ago, according to the
affidavit he submitted in 2018.

Murshedy’s annual income ;
has also increased in the past five
years, as it has gone up to Tk 8.02 ‘
crore from Tk 6.37 crore in 2018.

According to the 2023
affidavit, his immovable assets include buildings
worth Tk 11.55 crore. He also mentioned having
loans worth Tk 7.54 crore.

Meanwhile, his wife’s movable assets decreased,
while his dependent’s movable assets have increased
18 times in the last five years, according to the 2023
affidavit.

His dependent’s movable assets are worth Tk 24.91
crore, while they amounted to Tk 1.33 crore in 2018.

His wife’s movable assets now stand at Tk 18.35
crore, while the amount was Tk 22.31 crore in 2018.

Four militants held

in separate drives
Say CTTC and ATU

The Counter Terrorism and Transnational Crime unit
of Dhaka Metropolitan Police, and the Anti-terrorism
Unit claimed to have arrested four members of militant
outfits in separate drives.

CTTC unit arrested Touhidur Rahman alias Touhid,
29, allegedly the top leader of banned militant outfit
Hizb Ut-Tahrir, on Wednesday from Cox’s Bazar.

The outfit has been targeting the elite and
meritorious university students for recruitment, with
the idea that it will assist in gaining support from
established society, said Md Asaduzzaman, chief of
CTTC unit while briefing reporters at DMP Media
Centre yesterday.

Touhid was previously arrested twice in 2011 and
2019, but managed to come out on bail, before getting
involved in militant activities again, said the official.

Besides, the ATU yesterday claimed to have arrested
alleged Ansar Al Islam activists Ruhul Amin and
Riazul Islam from Gazipur and Jashore respectively on
Tuesday and Wednesday. Quizzed, the arrestees said
they had connections with the outfit’s top leadership
and were involved in spreading the outfit’s content on
online platforms, ATU said in a release.

ATU also claimed to have arrested Ariful Islam
Rahat, a warrant-listed accused in a terrorism-related
case filed with Jatrabari Police Station, from Dhaka’s
Postagola area on Wednesday.

CLIMATE CHANGE

‘Over 130m at risk
in Bangladesh’

Aworkshop organised by Bangladesh Environmental
Lawyers Association (Bela) in Rangpur highlighted
the alarming impact of climate change on public
health and the economy in Bangladesh.

According to the recently published “Country
Climate and Development 2022” report by the
World Bank, climate change is projected to
displace nearly 130 million people, exacerbating
public health risks and demanding an additional
investment of US $12.5 billion.

The report reveals that a 4 percent increase
in precipitation could eclevate sea levels by 27
centimetres, leading to extensive coastal flooding
and resulting in a substantial loss of property
amounting to US $3 billion.

Experts at the workshop emphasised the urgent
need for proactive measures to address climate-
induced health risks, implement effective legal
frameworks, build environmentally sustainable
infrastructure, and plan for resilient development.
