College, said a press release.

On this day in 1971, the
Pakistani army, aided by
their collaborators the
Al-Badar forces abducted
him from his Siddheswari
residence at midnight and
murdered him.

His body was later
recovered from the
Rayerbazar Kkilling field on
December 18.

Dr Rabbee, a renowned
heart specialist at that
time, served as professor of
Medicine and Cardiology at
DMC.

Death anniv of
three brothers’
today

Today marks the 52nd
death anniversary of three
brothers from Gopibagh in
Dhaka, who bravely fought
in the 1971 Liberation War,
said a press release.

Shahjahan, Mulluk
Jahan, and Badiuzzaman
participated in the guerilla
fighting in the city.

After they returned
home at night on
December 15, a group
of Razakars informed
their whereabouts to the
Pakistani occupation
army.

The force then picked
them up from their home
and killed them on this day
in 1971.

Remove dams across

BSS, Dhaka

The High Court yesterday ordered the authorltlcs
concerned to remove earthen embankments made
across the Nabaganga river in Jhenidah.

The HC also asked the authorities to conduct a
boundary survey and prepare a list of people occupying

the river land.

A High Court division bench of Justice Mustafa
Zaman Islam and Justice Md Atabullah passed the
order after holding hearing on a petition filed as public

interest litigation.

Human Rights and Peace for Bangladesh (HRPB)

filed the writ petition.

Referring to various newspaper reports, the rights
organisation said fish farming is taking place in the
river in as many as seven points.

Farthen embankments have been built within
the 2.5km area of the river for that, according to the

petition.

Advocate Manzill Murshid, who moved the plea on
behalf of HRPB, said the court asked Jhenidah deputy
commissioner to submit a list of river land grabbers

within 60 days.

MOULVIBAZAR’S BARLEKHA UPAZILA
Nabaganga river: HC  Dragon fruit cultivation
shows promise

OUR CORRESPONDENT, Moulvibazar
Arrays of dragon fruit plants blooming
with flowers and fruits -- this is what
was
to during his recent visit to Koyes
Ahmed’s orchard in Dashinbhag village
of Moulvibazar’s Barlekha upazila.
Being a farmer for the last 40
years, Koyes first took up dragon fruit
cultivation in 2020, investing Tk 3 lakh
for his 15-decimal garden. He started to
produce the fruit commercially after his
investment was returned from his first

harvest.

Once planted, the trees bear fruit
for about 25 years, requiring Tk 5,000-
7,000 for fertilisers and maintenance
annually, said Koyes, who currently sells
cach kilo of the fruit for Tk 150-300,

welcomed

depending on size.

Following Koyes’
in the area have taken up this crop as
the soil of the area is very suitable for
its production, said Manowar Hossain,
agricultural officer of the upazila.

“The fruit is definitely profitable
and we are cooperating with Koyes to
further help farmers by teaching them
the correct agricultural method and
techniques,” he added.

get hospitalised

At least two more people died from
dengue in 24 hours preceding
8:00am yesterday as the country

~ '/ i grapples with a record outbreak of
S g % the mosquito-borne disease.
Both deaths were reported

outside the capital.
At least 362 dengue patients were
hospitalised in the 24-hour period,
according to the Directorate General of Health
Services.

Dengue has so far claimed at least 1,676 lives
this year and nearly 3,18,613 were infected,
making this the deadliest year since the first
recorded epidemic in 2000.

According to DGHS data, 1,823 dengue patients
were undergoing treatment at different hospitals
across the country. A total of 3,15,114 patients
have so far been released from hospitals across the
country this year.

A total of 62,382 patients were hospitalised last
year while the total number of deaths was 281.

Three die as easy-
bike collides with
covered van

UNB, Habiganj

Three people died and four were injured in a head-
on collision between an easy-bike and a covered
van in Chunarughat uparzila of Habiganj yesterday.

The incident happened around noon, said
police.

The deceased were identified as Tanim Mia, 17,
of Durgapur village, Tamanna Akhter, 14, of the
upazila, and Sufia Khatun, 45, of the Umednagar
area in Habiganj municipality.

Quoting locals, Prajit Kumar, inspector
(investigation) of Chunarughat Police Station,
said an easy-bike from Shayestaganj was going
towards Sreckuta of Chunarughat upazila
carrying passengers. It collided with a covered
van of a courier service coming from the opposite
direction.

Among the deceased, Tamanna died on the
spot. The injured were taken to Habiganj Sadar
Hospital, where Tanim and Sufia passed away.

One of the injured, Nijba Begum, 40, was
undergoing treatment at the hospital while three

Shamim’s lawyer also
submitted another letter
claiming it to be a response
of the consular section
of the Embassy of the
Netherlands in Bangladesh.

“As per your email, you
applied for renouncing
Dutch  Citizenship in
Holland’s foreign ministry
on 09.11.2023. However,
we need instructions
from the foreign ministry.
Therefore, wait until the
procedure is complete. In
the meantime, if we receive
any instruction from the
ministry, we will follow
up accordingly,” said the
letter to Shamim.

Azad’s  lawyer  said
the document appears
“suspicious and
manipulated” for several
reasons, including the
name of the country
mentioned as “Holland” in
place of the Netherlands. It
is also not signed or stated
to have been issued by a
named diplomat.

Neither the
spokesperson  for  the
Netherlands embassy nor
Shamim could be reached

for comments despite
repeated attempts.
After being

communicated by the EC,
the foreign ministry sent
a letter to the Netherlands
embassy in Dhaka seeking
to know if Shamim Haqueis
acitizen of the Netherlands,
said a ministry official.
“The Netherlands
embassy has sent the
query to the Dutch home
ministry. It generally takes
time to get a response from
them,” the official added.
