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Russia has no 
plan to attack 
Nato: Putin

Kremlin chief Vladimir 
Putin dismissed as complete 
nonsense remarks by US 
President Joe Biden that 
Russia would attack a Nato 
country if it won the war in 
Ukraine, adding that Russia 
had no interest in fighting 
the Nato military alliance.

The war in Ukraine has 
triggered the deepest crisis 
in Moscow’s relations with 
the West since the 1962 
Cuban Missile Crisis, and 
Biden warned last year 
that a direct confrontation 
between Nato and Russia 
would trigger World War 
Three.

In a plea to Republicans 
not to block further 
military aid earlier this 
month, Biden warned that 
if Putin was victorious over 
Ukraine then the Russian 
leader would not stop 
and would attack a Nato 
country.

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Immigrants 
‘poisoning  the 
blood’ of US

Donald Trump, the Republican 
presidential frontrunner, 
said on Saturday that 
undocumented immigrants 
were “poisoning the blood 
of our country,” repeating 

language that has previously 
drawn criticism as xenophobic 

and echoing of Nazi rhetoric.
Trump made the comments 

during a campaign event in New Hampshire 
where he railed against the record number of 
migrants attempting to cross the US border 
illegally. Trump has promised to crack down on 
illegal immigration and restrict legal immigration 
if elected to a second term in office.

“They’re poisoning the blood of our country,” 
Trump told a rally in the city of Durham attended 
by several thousand supporters, adding that 
immigrants were coming to the US from Asia and 
Africa in addition to South America. “All over the 
world they are pouring into our country.”

Trump used the same “poisoning the blood” 
language during an interview with The National 
Pulse, a right-leaning website.
