In Rajshahi-1, AL
nominee and incumbent
MP Omor Faruk
Chowdhury is facing a
strong opposition from
the party’s independent
candidate Golam Rabbani.

Actress Sharmin
Akter Nipa Mahiya alias
Mahiya Mahi, who is
also contesting from the
seat independently, is
yet to generate support
from party leaders, but

has already created a
sensation among new
voters.

VIOLENCE IN
RAJSHAHI-4

In Rajshahi-4, the
situation has reached

a Dboiling point as
grassroots leaders and
activists within the AL
find themselves  split,
leading to pre-election
violence. The majority
have rallied behind
outgoing AL lawmaker
Enamul Haque, who,
having failed to secure the
party’s nomination, is now
contesting independently.

Last Sunday, supporters
of AL candidate Abul
Kalam Azad clashed with
supporters of Enamul,
resulting in seven injuries.

To curb further
violence, law enforcement
has heightened security

measures in the
constituency.
“Garnering local AL

leaders support will be
a challenge for the AL
candidate as he is facing a
heavyweight  candidate,”
said a local AL leader.
SMOOTH SAILING FOR
TWO

In Rajshahi-3 and
Rajshahi-5 constituencies,
AL candidates Md
Asaduzzaman Asad and
Kazi Abdul Wadud Dara
are unlikely to face any
challenge within the party,
as independent candidates
Ayeen Uddin and Mansur
Rahman withdrew their
candidacy.

A total of 40 candidates
are  participating from
the six constituencies of
Rajshahi.

No AL independents Ctg-8 to get fourth lawmaker
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Bahauddin Nasim, Saber
Hossain Chowdhury, and
Mohammad Wakil Uddin
fromDhaka-8,9,and 11won’t
face any strong resistance
from their opponents either.
Actor Ferdous Ahmed
is also eyeing an easy win
from Dhaka-10. In Dhaka
15, 16, and 17, respective AL
candidates Kamal Ahmed
Majumdar, Ilias Uddin
Mollah, and Mohammad
Arafatwon’tfacesignificant
challenges as well with the

other contenders being
nominated from lesser
known parties.

DHAKA 14, 19, 20

Mainul Hossain  Khan

Nikhil, AL candidate for
Dhaka-14 and general
secretary of central Jubo

League, is expected to face
a formidable challenge
from AL leader Sabina
Akter Tuhin.

Sabina, a former
reserved seat lawmaker,
is running independently

against Nikhil.

In Dhaka-19, AL
candidate Enamur
Rahman, state minister

for disaster management
and relief, will compete
with former lawmaker and
AL independent Talukdar
Mohammad Towhid Jung
Murad. A strong battle is
likely in this constituency.

Benjir Ahmed, AL pick
for Dhaka-20, may also face
fierce competition from his
party colleagues. MA Malek
and Mohaddes Hossain are
running as independents
for the seat.

Demand for locally
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rose significantly ahead
of the election. We had
information that criminal
groups in the hilly regions
who engaged in abduction,
murder, extortion, and
drug peddling, ordered the
firearms from them,” said
Lt Col HM Sazzad Hossain,
commanding officer of
Rab-15.
Chattogram’s
Banshkhali, Satkania,
Lohagara, Chandanish, and
other areas witnessed use
of illegal firearms during
polls violence in recent

times.

In February 2022, during
the union parishad polls,
supporters of a chairman
candidate locked into
fierce clashes in Satkania
upazila. The incident
made newspaper headlines
alongside images of men
brandishing firearms, who
are allegedly involved with
the ruling party.

Police later arrested
several persons and
recovered a number of
fircarms but failed to
dig deeper regarding the
sources.

Nurul Amin Chowdhury,
president of Boalkhali
upazila unit AL, said,
“We were deprived of a
lawmaker from the party
in this seat for a long time
until Moslem Uddin and
after him Noman Mahmud
were elected lawmakers.
This time again the
party’s candidate has been
withdrawn in support of
the candidate from another
party.”

“Although it is
unexpected, we accept the

decision as it came from
the party chief,” he said.

According to sources,
JP’s organisational
strength is not very strong
in this constituency. If local
AL leaders and activists
do not work for the JP
candidate it will be tough
for Solaiman to secure
victory.

Jahurul Islam, general
secretary of Chattogram
south district unit Juba
League, said if a seat
gets different lawmakers
frequently, it disrupts

development.

“The party has not yet
given us any instruction to
work for the victory of the
candidate from another
party,” he added.

Contacted, Solaiman
said, “I feel honoured
that the prime minister
has withdrawn the AL
candidate for my sake. I
think their leaders and
activists will work in my
support.”

Salam could not be
contacted for comments
despite repeated attempts.
