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you have to pay extortion
money,” he said. “Even the
poor hawkers have to pay
extortion, while extortion
is also realised at rickshaw
stands,” he added.

If proper action is not
taken against extortion,
there will be trouble ahead,
said Anisul.

Meanwhile, participating
in the unscheduled
discussion, another JP MP
and Opposition Chief Whip
Mujibul Haque Chunnu
said the money from the
sale of admission forms
at Chittagong University
is divided among the
vice-chancellor, pro vice-
chancellors, and other
teachers.

“The university’s Chhatra
League unit wants to be a
part of this money-sharing
syndicate like they did in
the past,” Chunnu also said.

Addressing  Education
Minister Mohibul Hasan
Chowdhury, the opposition
MP said, “If this is correct,
then let the people know
what measures have been
taken in this regard.”
