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Suspected rebels
kill BJP activist in

Suspected rebels shot dead an activist from Indian
Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s party in Kashmir, local
authorities said yesterday after the latest violent attack in

the disputed region.

Police named the victim as Aijaz Ahmad, a local leader
of the ruling Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) who was fired
upon in Shopian district on Saturday evening, days after
the region began voting in India’s six-week national

clections.

The BJP’s local office in Kashmir confirmed yesterday
that Ahmad had died and announced plans to stage a

protest against the attack.

Two Indian tourists visiting the Himalayan territory
were also wounded in a separate attack by suspected
rebels in nearby Anantnag on the same day, police said,
adding that both had been hospitalised.

Security forces had cordoned off the surrounding area
to find those responsible for separate incidents, police said.

Kashmir has been divided between India and Pakistan

since their independence in 1947, with both claiming the

Himalayan territory in full.

Iran hands
down jail
terms (O pop
singer Tataloo

An Iranian court has
sentenced popular singer
and rap artist Amir
Hossein Maghsoudloo,
known as Tataloo, to prison
for disseminating “obscene

content”, state media
reported yesterday.
The underground

musician, 36, had been
living in Istanbul since
2018 before Turkish police
handed him over to Iran in
December of last year. He
has been in detention in
Iran since then.

His  lawyer  Elham
Rahimifar said Tataloo was
handed multiple “short and
long” jail terms, without
elaborating. The sentences
can be appealed, Rahimifar
told state-run newspaper
Jam-e Jam.

Later, the Iranian
judiciary’s Mizan Online
website said Tataloo was
given a three-year sentence
for “blasphemy”. Mizan said
hewas facing other charges,
without elaborating.

UN aid chiefl warns of
apocalyptlc consequences

The stranglehold on aid reaching Gaza
threatens an “apocalyptic” outcome, the
UN’s humanitarian chief Martin Grifliths
said yesterday as he warned of famine in the
besieged territory.

“If fuel runs out, aid doesn’t get to the
people where they need it, that famine, which
we have talked about for so long, and which is
looming, will not be looming anymore. It will
be present,” Griffiths said.

“And I think our worry, as citizens of
the international community, is that the
consequence is going to be really, really hard.
Hard, difficult, and apocalyptic,” he told AFP
on the sidelines of meetings with Qatari
officials in Doha.

“And we all said that very clearly, that a
Rafah operation is a disaster in humanitarian
terms, a disaster for the people already
displaced to Rafah. This is now their fourth or
fifth displacement,” he said.

Tunisia recovers
bodies of four

Rescues dozens off its coast

Tunisia recovered the bodies
of four migrants off the
country’s coast on Saturday,
the national guard said,
amid an increase in migrant
boats heading from Tunisia
toward Italy in recent weeks.
The force said the coast
guard separately rescued 52

migrants. The national guard arrested
nine smugglers. At least 23 Tunisian migrants
were missing after setting off in a boat for Italy.
Tunisia has replaced Libya as the main departure
point for people fleeing poverty and conflict in
Africa and the Middle East in the hope of a better
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
