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Additionally, they called 
for the establishment 
of a separate council 
for diploma medical 
practitioners, a 
standardised salary 
structure for private-
sector doctors, including 
medical officers, senior 
medical officers, assistant 
registrars, and registrars, 

and promotions based on 
experience.

Meanwhile, students 
of four-year dental 
diploma course staged a 
demonstration in front of 
BMDC office in Bijaynagar 
yesterday, demanding 
private practice registration 
and change in course name, 
alongside opportunity for 
higher education.

2 AL leaders
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Meanwhile, in 
Narayanganj, a murder 
case was filed on Tuesday 
night against AL leader 
Shamim Osman and 122 
others on charge of killing 
Manir Hossain, 56, during 
the recent protests.

Manir’s younger 
brother filed the case with 
Siddhirganj Police Station.

Manir had suffered 
bullet injuries during a 
clash in the Mizmizi area 
of Narayanganj on July 20 
and died two days later.

Moreover, in Habiganj, 
a murder case was filed on 
Tuesday night against 261 
AL men, including former 

Habiganj-3 lawmaker Md 
Abu Zahir, on charge of 
killing a youth named 
Mostak Ahmed.

Mostak’s brother filed 
the case with Habiganj 
Model Police Station. Of the 
accused, 111 were named.

In Lalmonirhat, at least 
200 AL men, including 
the district unit AL general 
secretary Matiar Rahman, 
were sued over vandalising 
and torching BNP office on 
July 5.

A local BNP leader 
filed the case with court 
yesterday.

1 dies, several hurt
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Local BNP men said Babul 
was supposed to hold 
two road meetings in 
Nagarkanda yesterday. 

Shama Obaid’s 
supporters broke two 
arches made to welcome 
Babul around 2:00am on 
Wednesday, and chased 
away his supporters.

Tension prevailed since 
then as sporadic chases

Some shops of 
Babul’s supporters were 
vandalised and looted.

Shama Obaid did not 
receive her phone.
