Ivy sued over
Killing of
RMG worker

Shamim Osman,
Obaidul Quader
also accused

A case was filed against
former Narayanganj City
Corporation mayor Selina
Hayat Ivy, former lawmaker
Shamim Osman and 130
named people on charge
of killing a garment worker
during the quota protests
on July 20.

Minarul Islam, 29, was
shot dead in Adamjee area
during the protests.

His brother Nazmul
Haque filed the case with
Siddhirganj Police Station
yesterday afternoon, said
Abu  Bakkar Siddique,
officer-in-charge of the
police station.

Awami League General
Secretary Obaidul Quader,

former Narayanganj
zilla parishad chairman
Anowar Hossain, Ivy’s

younger brother and Jubo
League leader Ahammad
Ali Reza Uzzal, and former
joint convener of BNP’s
Narayanganj city  unit
Ataur Rahman Mukul are
among the accused.

Apart from the named
accused, at least 200-300
people were made unnamed
accused in the case.

Contacted, Ivy said, “I
have been doing politics
for the people. I have never
treated any person on the
basis of any party. My father
never did bad politics either.
But my younger brother
and I are now becoming the
victims of bad politics.”

82 hospitalised as
students clash

Nearly 150 people were injured,
and the administrative building
and three buses of Brojomohun
College in Barishal were vandalised
after students from the college
clashed with those from Barishal
University early yesterday.

At least 82 students from both
institutions were admitted to
Barishal Sher-e-Bangla Medical
College Hospital following the
incident, said Dr Saiful Islam,
Director of SBMCH.

Nurse Lincoln Dutta said 75 of
those admitted were BU students,
treated in the surgery unit on the
hospital’s fifth floor.

The clash, which occurred

between 1:00am and 4:00am, has
left both campuses in a tense state.

Some BU students said the
family of a fellow student had a
longstanding land dispute with a
neighbour.

Some students of BM College
went to her house at the city’s
Mission Road around

1:00pm on Monday night to
resolve the issue.

However, an altercation ensued
and she went live on Facebook,
asking her friends to intervene.

Some of her classmates went
there and beat up the BM College
students.

Shealso filed a general diary that
night, accusing four individuals,
according to Mostafizur Rahman,
Officer-in-Charge of  Barishal
Kotwali Police Station.

The following night, BM College
students attacked two BU students
in Battala area.

In retaliation, about 40-50 BU
students arrived on the campus
at 1:00am on a bus.

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DEATH IN BSF FIRING KHULNA HOSPITAL
Family receives 41 doctors declared

body after
45 hours

‘unwanted’, medical
service disrupted

The body of a school
student who was shot dead
by the Border Security Force
(BSF) of India in Kulaura
upazila of Moulvibazar has
been handed over to the
Border Guard Bangladesh
(BGB) 45 hours after the
killing.

BSF handed over the
body through Chatlapur
checkpost  on  Tuesday
around 6:30pm.

The victim was identified
as Swarna Das, 16, daughter
of Parendra Das of
Kalnigarh village of Juri
upazila in Moulvibazar. She
was an 8th grader.

Swarna was Kkilled in
BSF firing in the Lalarchak
border area around 9:00pm
on Sunday; however, the
matter came to light on
Monday night.

Swarna’s father,
Parendra Das, said his elder
son lives in Tripura of India.
To see him, Swarna and her
mother tried to cross the
Lalarchak border with the
help of two local brokers on
Sunday night.

When they reached the
barbed wire border fence,
BSF opened fire on them,
in which Swarna was killed.
Her mother managed to
survive the firing.

Patients at Khulna Medical College Hospital have
been suffering immensely, as around 50 doctors
of the hospital’s indoor and outdoor departments
remained absent yesterday.

They did not join their duties after some
students of the medical college, alongside some
pro-BNP doctors of the hospital, declared some
41 doctors, including the director and deputy
director of KMCH, as persona non grata.

Amid the sudden doctor shortage, hundreds of
patients from outdoor department had to leave
without receiving treatment, while many patients
admitted to the hospital were also suffering.

“A section of medical students, led by Dr Mustafa
Kamal,assistant professor of Cardiology Department,
besieged the office of Dr Aktaruzzaman, acting
deputy director of KMCH, and forced him to resign
on Tuesday. They also declared 41 doctors unwanted
in the hospital,” said Dr Suman Roy, residential
medical officer of KMCH.

As such, around 50 doctors, including those
who were threatened, opted not to join the duty
yesterday over security concerns, he added.

Visiting the hospital around noon, 20 doctors

BGB 46  Battalion were found absent in the outdoor department, and
Lalarchak Border Outpost 21 others, including the registrar, assistant registrar,
patrol commander Naik and consultants, were absent in indoor departments.

Many patients were seen buying tickets for
outdoor consultations and waiting for long hours
before leaving the hospital premises without
receiving treatment.

According to KMCH, around 1,200 to 1,500
outdoor patients come every day while some 200
patients get admitted.

“A total of 312 patients got tickets from this
counter, but many had to return without getting
treatment,” said Sabrina Akhter Shanta, a ticket
checker of KMCH outdoor department.

“I sent patients with serious complications to
emergency department,” she added.

Obaid said, “After receiving
the news, a flag meeting
was held at the company
commander level of BGB
and BSF. After the post-
mortem, the Indian police
handed over Swarna’s body
to the Kulaura police on
Tuesday evening through
the BGB officials.”

Kulaura Police Station
Officer-in-Charge  Binay
Bhushan Roy confirmed
the matter.
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
