Govt plans to
sell vegetables
through OMS

Will cut import duty on several
essential commodities

The government plans to sell some vegetables at subsidised prices for
the low-income groups as part of a pilot project in the capital.

According to the plan, it will purchase the vegetables, which include
potatoes, onions and green chilies, directly from farmers and then sell
those through the open market sales (OMS) at designated spots in
areas where low-income residents live.

At least 10 such locations have been fixed so far. If the pilot project
is successful, the number of selling points would be increased.

The agriculture ministry is currently working to implement the
plan within the next few

days.

The prices of eggs and several vegetables have shot up recently.

Thus, the government has decided to import more eggs and reduce
tariffs on various essentials.

Recently, the tariff on sugar has been brought down. On October
9, the National Board of Revenue brought down the duty on sugar
imports from 30 to 15 percent. The import cost of raw sugar has been
cut down by Tk 11.18 per kg and the cost of refined sugar by Tk 14.26
per kg.

The government plans to reduce the tariffs on other products as
well, but specific details were not yet disclosed.

At yesterday’s meeting, the chief adviser also instructed the task

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UN BASE IN LEBANON
Israeli tanks burst
through its gates

The United Nations said yesterday Israeli tanks had burst through the
gates of a base of its peacekeeping force in southern Lebanon, the
latest accusation of violations and attacks that have been denounced
by Israel’s own allies.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu called on the United
Nations to evacuate the troops of the UNIFIL peacekeeping force
from combat areas in Lebanon. Hours later, the force reported what
it described as additional Israeli violations, including tanks forcibly
entering through the gates of a base.

“The time has come for you to withdraw UNIFIL from Hezbollah
strongholds and from the combat zones,” Netanyahu said in a

‘CRIMES AGAINST HUMANITY’
A list of cops
being prepared

Says oflicial of ICT’s
investigation agency

The investigation agency of the
International Crimes Tribunal (ICT) is
preparing a list of members of the police
and other forces who were involved in
killings, genocide, arrests, torture, and
crimes against humanity to suppress the
mass uprising.

The agency has also started collecting
names for a list of the Awami League’s
armed goons involved in the crimes
against humanity during the July-
August movement led by students.

It has sent multiple letters to different
forces, seeking details of their members
who were on duty and had involvement in
operations during the movement.

Some officers believe
the move will deal
another blow to the
force, with its members
facing hundreds of
cases, including many
on murder charges.

Confirming the development, Md
Mazharul Hoque, the coordinator of
the agency, told The Daily Star that they
had sent several letters to the forces,
including Dhaka Metropolitan Police
(DMP), asking for their security plans
during the protests.

Sources said that the agency will
investigate the role of security personnel
in suppressing the movement upon
receiving the details, and then take legal
action against the officials per the level of
their crimes.
