Judge-lawyer argument halts Tea workers of 12
oardens on strike

Ctg court proceedings

A heated argument between a judge
and a group of lawyers led to a haltin
judicial proceedings at Chattogram
Metropolitan Courts yesterday, with
all magistrates leaving the courts
around noon.

The incident occurred in the court
of 2nd Metropolitan Magistrate Wali
Ullah at approximately 12:00pm,
when Chattogram District  Bar
Association  General — Secretary
and Public Prosecutor Ashraf
Hossain Razzak engaged in a verbal
confrontation with the judge
during a case hearing. Following the
argument, the magistrate walked
out, leaving the courtroom.

According to witnesses, tensions
arose when Razzak submitted a

complaint against 126 individuals on
behalf of his client, Soaibul Haque
Chowdhury. The case was related
to an alleged assault, shooting, and
beating of protesters during the
July 17 mass uprising on the day of
Ashura.

During the hearing, Magistrate
Wali Ullah asked the complainant
to recall and name several of the
accused. Soaibul was able to name
five to seven individuals but struggled
to provide further details.

Razzak intervened, requesting
that the complaint be treated as
an FIR and insisting that his client
would not name any more accused
individuals. The magistrate, however,
decided to assign the case to the
Police Bureau of Investigation (PBI)
for further investigation.

The exchange between Razzak
and the magistrate escalated,
with Razzak objecting to the PBI
investigation and demanding that
the complaint be filed as an FIR.

Witnesses reported that heated
words were exchanged, leading to
the magistrate walking out of the
courtroom.

Following the judge’s departure,
lawyers staged a demonstration
outside the courtroom, chanting
slogans and calling for the
magistrate’s removal.

Court sources confirmed that no
judges were seen in the Metropolitan
Courts until around 2:30pm, and
judicial proceedings were suspended
during that time.

reopens

upazila of the district met with representatives of the
Bangladesh Tea Workers’ Union on Sunday to decide
on the strike.

“Our wages are pending for last five weeks, leaving us
in severe financial distress. We will not return to work
unless our outstanding wages are paid,” said Minotee
Bauri, a tea worker of Patrokhola Tea Garden.

NTC operates a total 16 tea gardens nationwide,
employing around 17,000 workers, who have an
additional 30,000 individuals relying on their earnings.

Nipen Paul, general secretary of the tea workers’
union, said tea workers have neither been paid their
wages for five or six weeks, nor their provident fund
contributions being deposited.

Many tea workers, who are ill, have not been
receiving necessary medical treatment, he said.

“Before the Durga Puja, discussions with NTC’s
management led to a bonus payment of Tk 5,360 to
each worker. However, the management failed to keep
its promise to pay arrears for four weeks after the
festival,” he also said, adding that the company now
