An activist of Bangladesh
Chhatra League, who was
seen in photos published
in media brandishing a
gun and firing shots at
student  protesters  on
July 18 in Muradpur area
of Chattogram city, was
arrested by police yesterday.
Habibur Rahman Ahnaf,
an activist of Omar Gani
MES College unit of BCL, was
held from port city’s Khulshi
areca and later handed
over to Panchlaish Police
Station in connection with
several cases against him,
said Mozammel Hossain,
inspector (investigation) of

the police station.
“During primary
interrogation, Habibur

admitted that he took the
weapon there following
orders from senior party
leaders,” he said, adding
that police are trying to
recover the firearm.

So far, four such gun-
toting BCL and Jubo
League men have been
arrested by Rab and police,

‘DEMEANING STUDENTS’
College principal to
be sued over FB post

The Lalmonirhat District
Administration has ordered a case
to be filed against a college principal
who allegedly referred to students
from the Anti-Discrimination Student
Movement as a “disabled generation”
in a Facebook post.

The directive was given to the
Kaliganj Upazila Secondary Education
Officer on Monday afternoon, which
went viral on social media yesterday.

The order was issued by Assistant
Commissioner (Education Section) SM
Shafaat Akhter Nur with the approval
of the deputy commissioner.

In the letter, the college’s
governing body was instructed to take
appropriate action against Principal
Abdur Rouf Sarkar of Kakina, Kaligan;j.

According to the DC office sources,
the complaint was filed by Tabassum
Rayhan Mustazir, a lecturer in the
English department at Uttar Bangla
College, on Sunday.

Tabassum told The Daily Star
that on July 18, Principal Abdur
Rouf Sarkar had referred to students
involved in the Anti-Discrimination
Movement as the “disabled generation”
in a Facebook post, which she had
saved via screenshot.

She said the principal’s statement
violated the principles of the students’
movement.

However, Abdur Rouf Sarkar denied
posting anything demeaning against
students or anti-state on Facebook.

He said the accusations were
incorrect and mentioned that
Tabassum was a former lecturer in the
English department. “She is no longer
employed at the college,” he said.

Lalmonirhat District Education
Officer Mozibur Rahman confirmed
receiving the district administration’s
order and said preparations to file
a case against the principal with
Kaliganj Police Station were underway.

Uttar Bangla College Governing
Body President and Kaliganj Upazila
Nirbahi Officer Noor-e-Alom Siddiki
said steps were being taken to address
the issue.

Assistant Commissioner SM
Shafaat Akhter Nur said the order
was issued under the deputy

commissioner’s direction and no
investigation was deemed necessary
due to the presence of supporting
evidence.

Contacted, Lalmonirhat Deputy
Commissioner HM Raqib Hayder
confirmed that the college’s

“Das was also involved
in the murder of two CU
students in 2012, when
he was a vice president of
the CU unit of Chhatra
League,” claimed Khaled.

Proctor Tanvir
said  students  started
protesting in demand of
his resignation after he
joined campus yesterday
morning.

The cyclonic storm ‘Dana’ is expected to
make landfall in India’s Odisha and West
Bengal between Thursday night and Friday
morning, said Bangladesh Meteorological

Department yesterday.

“If the storm moves along the coast, it
may make impact to the Sundarbans and
south-western region of Bangladesh,”
said Md Omar Faruk, a meteorologist of
BMD’s Dhaka office. Rainfall is expected in

different places across the country in
next two days, he added.

Meanwhile, maritime ports

Chattogram, Cox’s Bazar, Mongla and

Payra have been advised to hoist dist

cautionary signal-3, said a special bulletin

of BMD yesterday noon.
“All fishing boats and trawlers over

North Bay and deep sea have been advised
to take shelter immediately,” it also read.
As of 12:00pm vyesterday, the cyclone
was located approximately 665 km west-
southwest of Chattogram port, 600 km
west-southwest of Cox’s Bazar port, 640 km
south-southwest of Mongla port, and 595
km south-southwest of Payra port, and was
likely to move in west-northwest direction
and intensify further, the bulletin added.
Wind speed near the cyclone’s centre
was recorded 62 kilometres per hour, with
gusts reaching up to 88 kph.
The sea will remain very rough near the
of  cyclone centre, the bulletin added.
Meanwhile, the government has taken
necessary preparations to tackle cyclone
“Dana”, including forming medical teams,
while volunteers for cyclone preparedness
