Speaking at a memorial
event at the Judicial Administration Training
Institute in Dhaka, Nazrul accused certain
“friendly countries” of exaggerating the militant
issue to undermine Bangladesh.

“These countries often discredit Bangladesh,
blowing events out of proportion,” he said.

The event, organised by the Bangladesh Judicial
Service Association, commemorated Judges
Jagannath Pare and Shaheed Sohel Ahmed, who
were killed in a bomb attack by banned outfit JMB
on November 14, 2005.

Nazrul highlighted the dangers of terrorism,
calling it a force that can “turn people into ruthless
beings”. He said the 2005 attack was a reminder of
the horrors of extremism.

He warned that the country’s stability was
threatened not only by extremism but also by
political agendas and international conspiracies.

“To ensure the best for our people, we must
protect Bangladesh from terrorism and prevent

Acknowledging that police are overcoming past
challenges, he said, “The police force is improving, but
it will take time. I have been in office for only three
months. We have gone through a period of trauma and
need time to recover.”

He also urged the media to come forward in
combating mob justice.
