Uddin siphoned off around
4,18,853 British pounds to
the United Kingdom.

MORA BILAS IN SREEMANGAL

Once 1t was a river!

Sreemangal upazila of Moulvibazar,
there is a narrow channel that
somewhat resembles a canal.

It is Mora Bilas River. Yes, it was
once a river that flowed through
the upazila and was a lifeline for the
inhabitants of areas on its banks.

Now, unchecked illegal
encroachment of the river’s land has
left it all but dead over the years.

Visiting Bilas-er-Paar area in
the village, this correspondent saw
vast stretches of land, which once
belonged to the river’s bed, have now
been encroached, filled up, and are
being used for houses, shops, cattle
farming, paddy cultivation, and
other purposes.

In fact, there are conflicts among
some locals over control and
appropriation of the river’s lands.

One of the main figures of
this fiasco is Abdul Hannan, who
allegedly occupied the largest
chunk of the river’s land to cultivate
paddy and set up a fish farm. There
is another fish farm adjacent to
Hannan'’s paddy field, Raja Fisheries,
also set up on the river’s land.
Several other individuals have also
claimed significant portions of the
river’s land.

Locals have long been demanding
eviction of these grabbers to free the
river from their clutches and restore
it to its former glory.

Locals also alleged that Hannan’s
son Masum Mia even felled
numerous eucalyptus trees on the
river bank to clear more land along
the roadside, while workers hired by
Hannan were seen preparing paddy
seedbeds on the grabbed land.

Yusuf Mia, one of the workers
hired to till the land for cultivation,

said that technically, since these
lands were once part of the
river, these should belong to the
government and cannot be used for
personal purposes.

Ilias Mia, a local resident, echoed
him and alleged that by occupying
vast stretches of land of Mora
Bilas river on the upstream, Abdul
Hannan has been draining the Mora

Ganga river in its downstream by
restricting the water flow.

He also claimed that Hannan
intimidates anyone who protests his
illegal activities.

Md Harunur Rashid Harun,
manager of British-Bangla Agro
Limited, an agricultural venture in
the area, complained that Hannan
has been encroaching on the river’s
land near the farm’s property.
An altercation had ensued in this
connection, followed by his son
stealing fish from their farm, he
added.

Saddam Hosain, an elderly local
resident, said, “What now remains
much like a canal was once the

vibrant Bilas River. As it shrank to its
present state due to encroachment
and hindrance to its natural flow,
especially in dry season, locals now
call it the Mora [dead] Bilas River.”
Contacted, Abdul Hannan denied
the allegations of illegally occupying
theriver’sland and claimed the lands
in question as his own property.
Hannan, however, said he has

been preparing a paddy seedbed on
a piece of fallow land along the river,
with plans to replant the saplings
onto his own land once they are
ready.

He also admitted that his son had
felled trees on government land by
mistake, adding that he was unaware
of it.

Sreemangal upazila Assistant
Commissioner (Land) Salauddin
Biswas said the assistant land officer
of Sreemangal Sadar union has been
assigned to investigate the matter
following complaints.

Steps will be taken if anyone is
found involved in illegal activities, he
added.
