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Instead of an NCC, the BNP
pushed for a law to enhance
presidential authority,
though it provided no
specilics, saying the matter
should be left to the next
elected parliament.

Besides, the
commission’s proposal to
amend Article 70 of the
Constitution -~ to allow
MPs to vote independently
in all matters except
financial bills was met
with mixed reactions.

The BNP and Jamaat
