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The court has directed 
the Bangladesh Financial 
Intelligence Unit (BFIU), 
the managing directors 
and heads of relevant 
bank branches, and other 
concerned authorities to 
ensure that no funds can 
be withdrawn under any 
circumstances.

The ACC also named 
several organisations 
suspected to be operated 
under the accused 
individuals’ names -- 
including ENA Transport 
(Pvt) Ltd, ENA Enterprise, 
and ENA Motors -- and 
requested that their bank 
accounts be frozen as well, if 
found. Earlier on May 4 this 
year, a Dhaka court ordered 
the seizure of 190 vehicles 
owned by Enayet Ullah.

The Daily Star could not 

get in touch with Enayet 
Ullah, who is believed to be 
in Singapore with family 
members since the fall of the 
Awami League government 
on August 5 last year, 
following a mass uprising.

Enayet Ullah has long 
been accused of running 
a syndicate that collects 
illegal tolls from buses 
across various city routes. 
The ACC opened the probe 
after gathering intelligence 
reports and financial 
documents suggesting large-
scale money laundering 
linked to daily extortion 
practices, according to 
an official involved with 
the investigation. The 
investigation is ongoing.

More accounts and 
assets may come under 
scrutiny as the ACC 
continues to trace the flow 
of suspected illegal funds, 
the official added.

According to ACC 
sources, an investigation 

was launched in mid-2020 
against Enayet Ullah and 
his family members over 
allegations of amassing 
illegal wealth and 
laundering money through 
irregularities, corruption, 
and extortion. However, 
for unknown reasons, 
he managed to evade 
consequences at the time.

Despite this, the ACC’s 
inquiry initially found 
evidence suggesting he had 
acquired assets through 
illegal means. 

As a result, on June 14, 
2021, the commission issued 
a notice asking him to 
submit a wealth statement.

Enayet Ullah submitted 
his statement in October 
that year, declaring assets 
worth Tk 216.84 crore. He 
listed ENA Transport (Pvt) 
Ltd, Solar Enterprise, ENA 
Shipping, and ENA Food 
and Beverage Company as 
the sources of his wealth, 
sources added.

Eid holiday, rain spark
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Prof Kabirul Bashar, 
an entomologist at 
Jahangirnagar University, 
noted that the combination 
of extended holidays, 
ongoing rainfall, and 
poor waste management 
could significantly worsen 
the situation. “These 
three factors create ideal 
conditions for a rapid 
increase in dengue cases,” 
he said.

He warned that the 
number of dengue patients 
this year is likely to exceed 
last year’s record of over 
one lakh cases. “Authorities 
must intensify efforts to 
manage sacrificial waste 
during Eid and continue 
anti-mosquito drives, even 
during the holidays, under 
special arrangements,” he 
emphasised.

Prof Bashar also urged 
residents to take preventive 
steps before leaving for 
vacation. “Toilet commodes 
should be covered, plant tubs 
monitored, and all water 
containers tightly sealed,” he 
advised. “Turn buckets and 
containers upside down to 
prevent water accumulation. 
Stagnant water in basements 
-- often caused by pipe leaks 
or car washing -- can also be 
a hotspot. Residents should 
use bleaching powder or salt 
in these areas.”

He further advised 
checking rooftops and yards 
for discarded containers that 
may collect rainwater, and 
called on schools, colleges, 
and offices to ensure 
mosquito control measures 
are taken before closing for 
the holidays. 

“If mosquitoes breed 
during the break, they will 
be fully matured by the time 
people return,” he warned.

Upon returning home, 
residents should inspect 
their premises for potential 
mosquito breeding grounds, 
open windows and doors to 
let any trapped mosquitoes 
out, and flush toilet 
commodes where larvae may 
have developed, he added.

Entomologist GM Saifur 
Rahman said daily dengue 
cases are already nearing 
100 and are expected to 
rise further. “The large 
movement of people 
during Eid could accelerate 
the spread of dengue 
nationwide,” he said.

He stressed the need 
for proactive measures, 
especially the application of 
BTI -- a naturally occurring 
soil bacterium used as a 
microbial insecticide that 
targets mosquito larvae. 
“BTI is environmentally safe 
and effective, but its use 
remains insufficient,” he 
said. “Applying it early in the 
mosquito breeding cycle can 
curb population growth.”

Saifur warned that the 
nationwide spread of dengue 
during the Eid holidays is a 
serious concern, especially 
as large numbers of people 
travel from Dhaka to other 
parts of the country.

“Residents must check 
their entire buildings and 
yards before leaving to ensure 
there are no containers left 
that could collect rainwater,” 
he advised.

“If both authorities and 
citizens fail to act now, 
the chances of the dengue 
situation worsening are very 
high,” he concluded.

Cattle sales yet to pick
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Shamim Miah, also from 
Kishoreganj Sadar, said 
the price of small bulls is 
unusually high. “A two-
maund bull is priced at 
70,000 takas, while a four-
maund bull is going for 1.2 
lakh takas,” he said.

M o h a m m a d 
Shahidullah, a customer 
at the Kachukhet market, 
complained about the 
high prices of small bulls. 
“I sacrifice a bull every 
year. I’ve budgeted 70,000 
takas, but I’m struggling 
to find one in that range,” 
he said.

Mizanur Rahman, 
a revenue collector at 
a Kachukhet market 
counter, said sales began in 
earnest yesterday morning, 
and he expected the crowd 
to grow significantly by last 

night or today morning.
Meanwhile, in a unique 

offering, Amzad Hossain 
brought a camel to the 
Gabtali market this year. 
“I’m asking for 35 lakh takas 
and have already received 
an offer of 22 lakh takas. If 
someone offers a bit more, 
I’ll sell it,” said Amzad, 
who brought three camels 
from Rajasthan two years 
ago and sold two during 
previous Eid seasons.

He also brought 25 
bhutti (Bhutanese) cows, 
priced between Tk 35,000 
and Tk 70,000.

This year, the two Dhaka 
city corporations have 
approved 20 cattle markets 
-- 12 in Dhaka North City 
Corporation, including the 
permanent Gabtali market, 
and eight in Dhaka South 
City Corporation.

Emergency services

Women’s Affairs Reforms 
Commission member 
Maheen Sultan also 
expressed concern over 
reduced allocations and 
MoWCA funding.

When asked whether 
the Women’s Affairs 
Reforms Commission’s 
recommendations could 
be implemented, she 
said, “To implement our 
recommendations, the 
necessary resources must 
be allocated.”
