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flight operations at Hazrat 
Shahjalal International 
Airport used to be closed 
for about one hour for 
VIP flights, which created 
many complications, the 
chief adviser said he lifted 
this restriction to ease the 
suffering of the general 
passengers. 

“I think that the SSF will 
successfully perform all 
their responsibilities by not 
being isolated from people, 
but by interconnecting 
public relations and 
security,” he said.

“Not only within the 
country but also during my 
state visits abroad, the SSF 
has worked in coordination 
with various embassies and 
the protocol and security 
forces of the concerned 
countries and made the 
visits successful,” he also 
said. 

In today’s world, 
with the availability of 
modern technology and 
information exchange, the 
type and nature of security 
threats are changing 
rapidly, and thus providing 
100 percent security is a 
very challenging issue, he 
said. 

Despite various 
limitations, the SSF is 
providing security properly, 
he said, hoping that the 
force would regularly 
review different security 
threats and take necessary 
measures to deal with those.

“I also hope that the SSF, 
as a professional force, will 

improve day by day with the 
integration of advanced 
training, advanced 
technology and improved 
morale,” Prof Yunus added.

He expressed gratitude 
to the Bangladesh Army for 
providing various types of 
training support to the SSF.

Maj Gen Mahbubus 
Samad Chowdhury, 
director of SSF, also 
addressed the event, among 
others. Home adviser Lt 
Gen (retd) Md Jahangir 
Alam Chowdhury, chiefs 
of the three services, 
CA’s principal secretary, 
principal coordinator on 
SDG affairs, CA’s press 
secretary, inspector 
general of police and senior 
government officials were 
also present.
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Road crashes
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Iqbal Hossain, president 
of the Tangail District 
Bus and Minibus Owners 
Association, echoed 
the concerns, blaming 
unskilled drivers, slow-
moving vehicles, and 
careless pedestrians for the 
alarming situation. 

He called for regular 
licence checks and penalties 
for unlicensed drivers.

Tangail Superintendent 
of Police Md Mizanur 
Rahman said, “Accidents 
are common on the Dhaka-
Tangail-Jamuna Bridge 
highway due to high traffic 
volume. Awareness is key to 
reducing these incidents...”

ICT sends former Rab
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and sent to jail, said ICT 
prosecutor Gazi Monawar 
Hossain Tamim.

Earlier, Mahin lodged 
a complaint with the ICT 
prosecution accusing 
several people including 
Sohail, former director 
Legal and Media wing of 
Rab. Before being sent 
on forced retirement 
following the changeover 
on August 5 last year, 
Sohail was promoted 
to rear admiral. He also 
served as the chairman of 
both the Chattogram Port 
Authority (CPA) and Payra

The tribunal on April 
15 had ordered to produce 
Sohail before it. Prosecutor 
Tamim said Sohail is the 
only accused arrested 
in the case. Sohail was 
produced before the 
tribunal yesterday.

Chief Prosecutor 
Muhammad Tajul Islam 
moved the case before the 
tribunal, while Barrister 
Jyotirmoy Barua stood for 
the accused.

Additionally, the 
tribunal extended till 
September 15 to submit 
the investigation reports 
of two cases filed in 
connection with the 
crimes against humanity 
committed during the July 
uprising.

Two former additional 

deputy commissioners 
Ishtiaq Ahmed and MM 
Mainul Islam already 
arrested in the cases 
were produced before the 
tribunal.

ICT investigators 
claimed that during initial 
interrogation, Ishtiaq 
confessed to deploying 
drones to conduct aerial 
surveillance and capture 
footage over several 
key areas during the 
July uprising. This was 
reportedly done under 
direct instructions from 
the then chief of the CTTC 
unit.

However, he later 
deleted the footage 
following further orders, 
which, according to the 
prosecution, constitutes a 
criminal.

And as per the 
prosecution, Mainul was 
directly involved in the 
firing on protestors in the 
Mirpur area during the 
uprising.

Following a prosecution 
petition yesterday, the 
tribunal also ordered that 
former state minister 
Kamal Ahmed Majumder 
and Jubo League leader 
Saddam Hossain Mitul be 
shown as arrested in a case 
filed over crimes against 
humanity committed in 
Mirpur, Kafrul, and Pallabi 
areas during the July 
uprising.

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Stefan Liller said, “Shortly 
after the current EC was 
formed last year, it reached 
out to the UN seeking 
support in preparing for 
the upcoming election.

Under 
this project, activities such as 
capacity building, awareness, 
training, and institutional 
framework -- covering a 
total of 16 components -- 
will be carried out”

They 
look to determine the 
dominant dengue serotype, 
possible genetic mutations 
in Aedes mosquitoes, 
and reasons behind the 
outbreak’s scale.

Local health rights 
activist Hasanur Rahman 
criticised the authorities’ 
lack of proactive measures. 
“Several abandoned 
government properties 
have become mosquito 
breeding grounds,” he said.

Contacted, Animesh 
Biswas, additional deputy 
commissioner and acting 
administrator of Barguna 
Municipality, said, “We 
are spraying insecticides 
regularly and conducting 
awareness campaigns 

across the town.”
According to the civil 

surgeon’s office, the town 
has 41 private clinics. Of 
them, 14 have not renewed 
their registration or 
have had their licenses 
suspended.

With the outbreak 
worsening, many patients 
are turning to these clinics 
for tests and treatment. 
Some private facilities 
even send agents to the 
government hospital to 
collect patient samples.

Dr Fattah said, “Many 
tests are being done 
outside. We are monitoring 
to ensure there are no 
unnecessary tests or 
fake reports. We recently 
warned clinic owners not 
to exploit the situation.”

Muhammad Abu 
Hasan, general secretary 
of the Barguna chapter 
of Bangladesh Private 
Hospital and Diagnostic 
Owners’ Association, said 
a committee has been 
formed to inspect clinics 
daily. 

“We also told the civil 
surgeon that eliminating 
middlemen from the public 
hospital would help reduce 
corruption in private 
clinics,” he added. 

Gulshan house ready for Tarique
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British multinational 
company as the managing 
director’s residence until 
it was vacated six months 
ago. Tarique is expected to 
move in once he returns 
from London.

After the assassination 
of President Ziaur Rahman 
on May 31, 1981, his wife 
Khaleda Zia was allotted the 
Gulshan house. She retained 
control of the property for 
years, and after the interim 
government assumed office, 
it was officially registered in 
her name on June 5, when 
an adviser handed over the 
documents.

During a visit to the 
house yesterday, the 
white duplex was found 
freshly painted, with a 
well-decorated exterior. 
The interior has also been 
arranged, and iron grilles 
have been installed on the 
boundary walls for added 
security.

The modern residence 
includes three bedrooms, a 
spacious drawing and living 
room, a swimming pool, 
and two separate entry 
gates -- all ready for use.

Police officers stationed 
at the house said no one 
currently resides there. 
Their job is to ensure 
security and prevent 
unauthorised entries.

BNP leaders also said 
a new political office is 
being rented near the BNP 
chairperson’s office in 
Gulshan, which Tarique 

is expected to use to 
coordinate campaign 
activities ahead of the 
national election.

Another BNP standing 
committee member 
said, “Tarique Rahman is 
expected to return soon, 
but the exact date has not 
been fixed. Once it is, the 
party will make a public 
announcement. In the 
meantime, preparations 
are underway.”

Tarique, 57, has been 
living in London since 
2008. In 2009, he became 
BNP’s senior vice chairman 
and gradually took on a key 
leadership role.

In 2018, after his 
mother, former prime 
minister Khaleda Zia, was 
jailed, Tarique was made 
acting chairman and has 
since led the party from 
abroad, virtually attending 
meetings and rallies.
WHEN WILL TARIQUE 
RETURN?
Speculation about 
Tarique’s return intensified 
following his recent 
meeting with Chief Adviser 
Prof Muhammad Yunus in 
London.

Party sources said his 
return largely depends on 
the Election Commission 
providing a clear timeline 
for the upcoming election.

BNP leaders said the 
acting chairman is ready 
to return and take charge 
of the campaign once the 
roadmap is declared.

A senior BNP leader said, 

“We believe the Election 
Commission will announce 
the election schedule 
within July. Tarique 
Rahman may return any 
day before August 5, the 
day of the ousting of the 
fascist Awami regime.”

According to party 
sources, BNP is planning 
a big rally on August 5 in 
front of its central office in 
Nayapaltan.

“If everything goes as 
planned, Tarique Rahman 
will be present at the rally 
and deliver a speech as the 
chief guest,” the leader said, 
adding that it would be his 
first public appearance since 
his return -- an event the 
party hopes will energise 
supporters and send a 
strong political message.

On June 12, Home Affairs 
Adviser Lt Gen (retd) Md 
Jahangir Alam Chowdhury 
said there is no government 
bar on Tarique’s return.

Tarique was arrested on 
March 7, 2007, during the 
1/11 caretaker government. 
He was granted bail in 
September 2008 and left 
for London on September 
11 for medical treatment.

During the Awami 
League’s tenure, he was 
convicted in absentia in five 
cases and faced around 100 
lawsuits.

Following the fall of the 
Awami League government 
on August 5, all charges 
against him were dropped, 
and there are currently no 
pending cases.
