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salute. He later awarded 
medals to cadets who 
excelled in various 
categories.

The army chief paid 
tribute to the martyrs of 
the Liberation War and 
those who sacrificed their 
lives defending sovereignty 
and international peace. 

“Their supreme sacrifice 
remains a constant source 
of inspiration,” he said.

Addressing the cadets, 
he said, “Today is a joyous 
occasion. After three years 
of rigorous training, you are 
now commissioned officers.

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of obstructing Ishraque 
Hossain’s oath-taking and 
violating constitutional 
and court directives. “We 
call upon Dhaka residents 
to remain united against 
conspiracies led by the 
local government adviser,” 
said Mashiur. 

He warned that 
individuals “affiliated with 
the fascist era” would not 
be allowed inside Nagar 
Bhaban or its regional 
offices. Any attempt to 
appoint new officials, he 
said, would be actively 
resisted. He also requested 
that no bills dated before 
August 5, 2024, be cleared.

Yesterday, the protest 
continued with chants 
demanding mayoral 
responsibilities be handed 
to Ishraque. Supporters 
gathered outside Nagar 

Bhaban from early 
morning, with a sit-in 
beginning at 11:00am.

DSCC services have 
remained suspended 
since the protest began on 
May 14. However, ahead 
of Eid-ul-Azha, Ishraque 
announced the resumption 
of emergency services.

In recent days, he has 
met with DSCC officials, 
calling for restoration of 
services and blaming the 
local government adviser 
for stalling progress.

On the day, students 
of BRUR staged 
demonstrations outside 
the court demanding his 
release, which continued 
after news of his bail as they 
called for the withdrawal of 
the case.

Following the notice, 
5R-Securex announced 
the temporary closure of 
associated services such 
as Bookworm Bangladesh, 
North End Coffee Roasters, 
and Graam Cha.

Mirza Asifur Rahman, 
assistant manager 
(Operations) at 5R-Securex 
Consortium, expressed 
disappointment over the 
decision.

“Since our contract wasn’t 
extended, our partners and 
service providers within the 
park will remain closed until 
further notice,” Rahman 
said.

“We hope the DNCC will 
reconsider and give us an 
opportunity to continue 
serving the public,” he 

added.
Arizul Hoque, who 

manages the social media 
for Bookworm Bangladesh, 
said they had not received 
any official notice from the 
DNCC regarding closure of 
their bookstore.

“However, since we are 
affiliated with 5R-Securex 
Consortium, we had to shut 
the shop today [yesterday],” 
he said.

Amina Rahman, 
chief executive officer of 
Bookworm Bangladesh, said 
they are hopeful that they 
will be allowed to continue 
their services in the park. 
Around 500-600 visitors 
come to the bookstore on 
weekdays, there has been 
no public complaint against 
their operation, she added.

“However, at the moment, 
we are completely in the 
dark. Many of our customers 
are also extremely upset,” 

she said.
Contacted, DNCC 

administrator Mohammad 
Azaz confirmed that while 
the current management 
is changing, the park’s 
facilities will remain intact.

DNCC plans to place the 
park under the supervision 
of a committee, which will 
include representatives from 
the Gulshan Society, he said.

“We’re bringing all 
playgrounds and parks in 
DNCC under committee 
management to ensure 
broader public access,” said 
Azaz.

“The library will remain 
operational. We are also 
planning to establish 50 
more libraries across DNCC 
areas.”

Regarding the future of 
the coffee and tea stalls, 
Azaz noted that the newly 
formed committee will 
decide in this regard.
