The BNP proposed that the president appoint the
chief adviser from among qualified citizens, following
consultations with all major political parties in the lower
house.

Bangladesh Jamaat-e-Islami recommended a search
committee with five members from the ruling party, five
from the main opposition, and two from smaller parties
or independents.
