Mannan’s orchard
of global delights

In the hills of Akbarpur, a green
revolution is taking root -- not driven
by large corporations, but by the vision
and hard work of one man.

Md Abdul Mannan’s orchard is no
ordinary farm; it is a living mosaic of
tropical abundance, where rare fruits
from across the globe grow alongside
local favourites.

Since its inception in
2018, the orchard has

Beyond its commercial value, the
fruit has earned a reputation among
locals, who visit the orchard to pick it
themselves.

Another unusual crop is the peanut
butter fruit, somewhat similar to an
clongated plum, known for its red ripe
appearance and light yellow flowers.
Mannan has 13 trees, planted three
years ago, which began fruiting last

year. He sold the fruit for Tk
1,000.

Lohagara Upazila Education
Officer
acknowledged the seriousness of
the situation. “I have visited the
school and found the building
in critical condition. It needs to
be removed quickly to prevent
accidents. A decision on the next
steps will be made soon,” he said.

Teacherssaid the unsafebuilding
is disrupting classes, damaging the
learning environment, and driving
down attendance.

“This building has not been fit
for teaching for a long time,” said
teacher Khan Ashraful Habib.
“We are working at the risk of our
lives. We urge the authorities to
take immediate action.”

CU returns to
merit-based hall
seat allocations

Food quality, cleanliness
issues still persist, say

students

Chittagong University’s residential halls, once
marked by political dominance and disorder, are
witnessing a shift toward greater discipline in the
wake of last year’s July uprising.

For the first time in seven years, seats are being
allocated based on merit rather than political
affiliation.

Students said they can now live without
intimidation or pressure; although water shortage,
poor food and cleanliness issues still persist.

Many students at the university’s residential
halls, especially first-year students, are
complaining about the poor food quality and
unhygienic conditions. While some halls have seen
minor improvements, most remain unchanged.

“The food quality is terrible. But repeated
complaints have lead nowhere,” said Mirza Hasib,
a resident of Atish Dipankar Hall.

Prof Dr Fuad Hasan, provost of Shahjalal Hall,
said the university’s administration only handles
“structural issues like electricity, water, and

The deceased were identified as Atiar Sheikh, Bangladesh  Agricultural Fahim, 25, a father of a seven-month-old girl,
55, of Damurhuda upazila in Chuadanga; Development  Corporation was beaten indiscriminately on Monday afternoon
Sadhona Akter, 23, of Badalgachhi upazila in (BADC) in  Netrakona and admitted to Mymensingh Medical College
Naogaon; and Ranjit Chandra Das, 48, of Bamna yesterday. Hospital (MMCH), where he died the following day,

upazila in Barguna, said Md Salauddin Ahmed
Chowdhury, officer-in-charge of Karimpur
Highway Police Station.

Quoting eyewitnesses, the police said the crash
occurred around 12:30pm on the eastern side of
a bridge near Kanaipur Bazar, when a Dhaka-
bound Royal Express bus and a Darshana-bound
Darshana Deluxe bus collided head-on.

The front sections of both vehicles were badly
damaged, leaving at least 10 passengers injured.

Sub-Inspector Md Shafiquddin said the injured
were taken to Faridpur Medical College Hospital,
where the three were declared dead on arrival.

The accident brought traffic to a standstill for
about an hour, causing long tailbacks on both
sides of the highway.

Normal traffic resumed after the wreckage was
cleared with a tow truck, the OC said.

The accident occurred
around 4:00pm at
BADC office premises in
the district town.

According o police and
fire service sources, nine
workers were engaged in
the demolition when a wall
suddenly collapsed on five
of them. Three workers
died on the spot, and two
others sustained injuries.

Quoting the case statement, Ripon Chandra
Goop, officer-in-charge of Muktagacha Police
Station, said there was a dispute between Fahim’s
uncle Moznu Mia and local grocer Rasel Mia
over the due of Tk 350. Rasel allegedly had an
altercation with Moznu on Sunday. After that,
Rasel and his accomplices asked Moznu to come
to his shop to settle the matter.

On Monday afternoon, Moznu along with
Fahim reached the spot. At one stage, Rasel
along with Sajib Hasan, Mankon Union Jatitabadi
Chhatra Dal (JCD) unit president, started beating
them with pieces of wood, injuring four people
including Fahim.

Mohammed Ariful Islam,
project director of Package-1
of Chattogram WASA’s STP,
said, “We have already paid
82 crore takas to the city
corporation to permanently
repair the roads where our
work is complete. We have
held coordination meetings
and are implementing the
project with the CCC's
cooperation.

“In arcas where roads
are completely unusable,
we are covering them with
bricks or, in some cases,
casting concrete at our
own expense. If the city
corporation carpeted the

finished, people would not
have to suffer so much.”

CDA Elevated Expressway
Project Director Mahfuzur
Rahman told The Daily
Star, “We had excavated
the roads and later repaired
them after completing the
work. We did not take any
permission from the CCC.
For the elevated expressway
construction, we re-
carpeted the roads that
were damaged during the
process.”

He added, “We also re-
carpeted roads damaged
during the construction of
the expressway ramps. In the
Nimtala area, we recently
carried out carpeting after
completing our work, but
now WASA’s construction
is underway there, and
they have damaged the
road again. We are not
responsible for that.”
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
