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If elected, he vowed 
to address the 
accommodation crisis by 
ensuring every student 
receives a legal seat in 
their first year, preventing 
political manipulation of 
seats.

He also pledged to 
introduce a teacher 
evaluation system, improve 
food quality in dining halls, 
set up a sexual harassment 
prevention cell, and create 
opportunities for part-time 
work for students.

“I believe voters will 
choose someone who 
has consistently fought 
for their rights, not those 
who appear only before 
elections,” he added.

Ashrefa Khatun, also from 

International Relations, 
is contesting from the 
“Boishommo Birodhi 
Shikkharthi Sangsad” 
panel.

Since 2019, she said 
she has been vocal 
against “guest room” and 
“gonoroom” practices, 
noise pollution at TSC, 
and security loopholes in 
female dormitories.

She pledged to enhance 
dormitory security with 
better lighting and CCTV 
surveillance, introduce 
digital apps and smart ID 
cards, improve cultural and 
sports facilities, and create 
student employment 
opportunities.

Ashrefa also vowed 
to resist irregularities 
in faculty recruitment 
and political domination 
on campus. “Those who 
want to erase the spirit 

of 1971 will face my firm 
resistance. Ducsu will 
legitimise my voice in 
defending the university’s 
democratic history,” she 
said.

STUDENT SAFETY

Tanvir Al Hadi Mayed, a 
Mass Communication 
and Journalism student 
contesting from the 
Jatiyabadi Chhatra 
Dal-backed panel, has 
been active in recent 
movements, including the 
July uprising.

He pledged to 
prioritise female students’ 
safety, address pressing 
crises, reduce gender 
discrimination, revive 
58 dormant research 
centres through alumni 
funding, and build an 
effective Ducsu free 
from administrative 

interference.
“I wish to play a direct 

role in the students’ 
struggle for rights, if 
elected,” Mayed said.
TAHMID TO FOCUS ON 

REAL PROBLEMS

Independent AGS 
candidate Tahmid Al 
Muddassir Chowdhury 
believes his credibility 
among students comes 
from his active presence in 
academics, research, and 
co-curricular activities.

The MPhil student said 
he was never involved 
in power politics -- 
something he believes has 
helped him gain students’ 
trust.

“Instead of getting 
stuck in ideological 
mudslinging, we should 
focus on solving the 
real problems faced by 
students,” Tahmid said.

If elected, his priorities 
will include introducing

Jabir Ahmed Jubel, a 
Finance student and central 
leader of Biplobi Chhatra 
Maitri, is contesting from 
the “Protirodh Porshod” 
panel.

He stressed that Ducsu 

must never serve as an 
extension of power.

“Seizing Ducsu is 
essentially a violation of 
students’ rights, and it 
undermines the country’s 
democratic rights as well,” 
he said.

If elected, he plans to 
address accommodation 
issues, ensure an effective 
sexual harassment 
prevention cell, and ensure 
safety for female students.

“Even if not elected, I 
will continue to speak out 
against injustice, political 
domination, terrorism, 
and discrimination,” he 
vowed.

“To make Dhaka 
University truly democratic, 
Ducsu must undergo 
reforms, with full authority 
resting in the hands of 
elected representatives,” he 
added.

Independent candidate 
Mohiuddin Roni, a Theatre 
and Performance Studies 
student, said addressing 
fundamental issues -- 
accommodation, food, 
transportation, health, 
and safety -- will be his 
top priority. “Year after 
year, DU students face the 
same crises. It is time we 
resolved them and built a 
modern, student-friendly 
university,” he said.

He pledged to work with 
students to create joint 
action plans and declared 
that if he fails to deliver 
within 100 days, he will 
resign. “Don’t vote out of 
sympathy -- vote for the 
candidate who can truly 
fight for your rights,” he 
added.
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
