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Will work to build
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“Also, due to insufficient
allocationforeducationand
research, Jahangirnagar
University is falling behind
in international rankings.
If research is prioritised,
the ranking will improve,”
he added.

Arifullah also highlighted
shortcomings in campus
healthcare and security. “For
nearly 20,000 people, there
is only a minimal medical
centre where even primary
treatment is hardly available.
Moreover, the dormitories
face frequent thefts. Overall
security of the students is a
major issue,” he said.

He pointed to problems
such as low-quality food
in dining halls, inadequate

internal transport,
teachers’ negligence,
and environmental
degradation.

Referring to his panel’s

manifesto, the  Shibir
leader said, “We will say
‘Yes’ to five things: annual
Jucsu elections, ensuring
sufficient and  quality
food in dining halls, a full
automation system, a full-
fledged medical (facility,
and an improved internal
transport system.”
“Additionally, we will say
‘No’ to five things —- drugs
and extortion, the practice
of ‘come after Ilunch’,
ragging and cyberbullying,
environmental destruction,
and teachers’ negligence in
taking classes that cause
session jams,” he added.
Describing his  panel,
Arifullah said, “We have
fielded a full panel of 25
candidates. Among them
is a student injured during
the July movement and six
female students. Our GS
candidate has worked with
BNCC, the health secretary

has long been active in
the safe food movement,
the transport secretary
has worked on bus
operations, and our female
assistant  GS  candidate
was vice president of the
Jahangirnagar University
Journalists’ Association.”

Hefurthersaid,“After the
July-August  movement,
many turned into leaders,
but we have seen moral
decline among  some
coordinators. Honesty is
essential for leadership.
Our organisation does not
practise personality-based
politics; rather, we practise
organisation-based
politics.”

On the election
atmosphere, he said, “So
far, we have not seen any
problems. We hope the
university administration
will ensure a fair election
on September 11.”

Want to adopt
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said they have tried to build
an inclusive panel. “I am
hopeful that students will
put their trust in us.”

On his manifesto, he
said he wants to focus on
a structural master plan
rather than addressing
problems individually. The
plan would cover classroom
and lab shortages, internal
transportation, and
student nutrition and
also include an academic
master plan to improve
education and research.

Sharan  noted that
cultural organisations
and progressive student
groups had long
campaigned for the Jucsu
election through protest
songs and programmes.
“Although these efforts
did not succeed -earlier,
the environment shifted
after August 5, and now

the election is finally being
held after 33 years,” he said.

He pointed out that
examsare currently ongoing
in nearly 24 departments,
creating  discouragement
among some teachers and
students.

He said adding that
the Jucsu election to the
academic calendar would
help avoid such clashes and
allow the polls to be held
in a more organised and
celebratory manner.

Sharan also expressed
dissatisfaction ~ with  the
election environment, saying
the strict code of conduct
has limited campaigning.

He criticised the
administration for not acting
against violators and for
failing to clarify penalties,
calling it a sign of weak
transparency and neutrality
by the Election Commission
and university authorities.

Will rise above party lines
to work for all
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through  actions,
words,” he added.

Sadi said he would also
work on resolving campus
crises related to food,
healthcare, and transport.
“The medical centre is in
dire condition — students
call it the ‘Napa Centre’. I
will work to turn it into a
fully functional medical
facility. I also want to
reduce administrative
hassles by introducing
automation so students
can access all services in
one place.”

He stressed the need
for financial support for
students. “Many students
do low-paid tuition jobs
that affect their studies and

not

campus life. Expanding
scholarships can ease this
struggle. Overall, we want
to make the campus more
student-friendly,” he said.

On the Jucsu election
itself, he said, “This election
is happening after 33
years. Jucsu is essential for
protecting student rights.
If elected, I will ensure the
polls are held regularly.
Even ifIlose, Iwill continue
working for this.”

He noted that
ongoing exams in some
departments were affecting
the election atmosphere.

He also criticised the
decision to close the
campus before the vote,
saying it could reduce
turnout as many students

might leave. He called
on the administration to
reconsider and ensure
security by controlling
outsiders’ entry.

Reflecting on recent
political changes, he said,
“We all stood together in
the July movement to free
the country from fascism.
The familiar faces from that
struggle are contesting
this election. We are all
pro-Bangladesh, so I don’t
think there is any chance of
clashes.”

“I may be contesting
from the Chhatra Dal
panel, but if elected, T will
be the VP of the entire
university. I will rise above
party lines and work solely
for the students,” he said.
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
