This has attracted non-genuine
applicants, unlortunately increasing visa relusals.

SJE: The UK offers globally recognised degrees and
shorter programs, like one year master's, saving
time and monev. Its multcultural environment,
combined with the twoyear poststudy work
visa, provides valuable international experience
and significantly enhances career prospects lfor
Bangladeshi students,

TDS: What  practical mﬁmrmuun
students know about the UK?

SJIF: UK master’s degrees are wvpically one vear.,
Students can work 20 hours/week and stay for
two vears postsiudy with the Graduate Route
visa. Annual wition is E£11k £25k; monthly living
costs are  E900-E1,600, International  student
scholarships are also available.
