He stressed the need
for updated assessments
and clear action plans.
“Follow-up  from both
the university and Rajuk
is essential. Rajuk must
enforce building codes
and act under the Town
Improvement  Act,” he
added.

known family in Sylhet, in
1928. He was the eldest son
of the late Syed Mustafa
Ali, an official of the Assam
Civil Service, and nephew
of famous litterateur Syed
Mujtaba Ali.

Ali started off as a
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reporter with the Pakistan
Observer while he was
a student at Dhaka
University. He went on to
hold important positions
in various publications
in Pakistan, Hong Kong,
Thailand and Singapore. He
was the managing director
of The Hong Kong Standard
and The Bangkok Post.

He joined the Press
Foundation of Asia as its
executive director in the
1970s. In the mid-1980s, he
became Unesco’s regional
communications  adviser
for Asia and the Pacific
based in the Malaysian
capital of Kuala Lumpur.

Ali  returned home
in 1989 and had a brief
stint with the Bangladesh
Observer as editor.

He launched The Daily
Star in 1991 and worked
tirelessly to establish it as
a leading national daily.
He injected a new life
in the English language
journalism of the period. He
died in 1993 at a Bangkok
hospital at the age of 65.
