Leaders and activists of a BNP faction and its 
affiliated organisations staged demonstrations 
yesterday by burning tyres in Hathazari, demanding a 
change of the party’s nominee for the Chattogram-5 
constituency (Hathazari–part of Bayezid).

Addressing the rally, former Hathazari upazila 
chairman and BNP leader Mahbubul Alam said, “SM 
Fazlul Haque stood firm on the streets during the 
fascist Awami League government.

We demand that he 
be declared the final dhaner sheesh [sheaf of paddy] 
candidate for Hathazari.”

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Once vital, railway hospital 
now a decaying building

The Lalmonirhat Railway Hospital, once a vital 
healthcare centre for thousands of railway 
officials, employees, and their families, has 
been reduced to an empty, silent building, 
offering no medical services for years.

With no doctors, no functioning lab, and 
no operational outdoor or indoor facilities, 
the hospital itself has “fallen ill”, leaving the 
railway community in acute distress.

Although four posts for indoor doctors and 
two for outdoor services remain sanctioned, 
none have been filled. As a result, no patients 
have been admitted in the last five years, and 
the outdoor unit has been closed for more 
than a year. 

Dr Partha Sarathi Bonik, a physician from 
Syedpur Railway Hospital, was given additional 
charge as the divisional medical officer for 
Lalmonirhat. However, he visits only once a 
week, spending the entire day signing official 
documents. 

He said, “There are six sanctioned posts 
for doctors, but none are filled. I handle only 
administrative tasks. We have informed 
the higher authorities repeatedly and hope 
appointments will be made soon.” 

The hospital’s infrastructure now sits 
idle and decaying. Its operation theatre has 
remained unused for years, and laboratory 
equipment has become inoperative. 

Lab attendant Pallab Bhattacharya said 
the facility functioned only during its first 
few years. “Without doctors, patients stopped 
coming. Now the lab is completely shut,” he 
said.

Nursing-in-charge Mohsina Begum said, 
“We have posts, staff, and equipment -- but no 
doctors. We spend our days sitting idle. It is 

painful because our duty is to serve patients.”
Railway employees said the decline has 

severely affected their lives. “Thirty years ago, 
this hospital was full of activity,” said railway 
worker Surat Ali. “Now we have no choice but 

to seek treatment elsewhere. The hospital built 
for us has itself become sick.”

Another employee, Rezaul Islam, said, “We 
used to get medicines here. With no doctor to 
write prescriptions, even that has stopped.”

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Coriander prices 
soar as off-season 
rain cuts yield

Unseasonal rainfall has reduced coriander leaf 
production in the Rangpur region this year, 
driving prices to a record high and leaving 
consumers frustrated, even as farmers enjoy 
unexpected profits.

During the same period last year, coriander 
sold for Tk 20-25 per kg. This year, the price has 
jumped to Tk 100-120, nearly six times higher due 
to reduced supply and steady demand. 

Subhash Barman, 55, of Kamlabari village 
in Lalmonirhat’s Aditmari upazila, cultivated 
coriander on six decimals of land. “Last year I got 
45 kg per decimal; this year it’s only 23 kg. Still, 
the higher price means I am making more profit,” 
he said.

He is selling his produce at Tk 90-120 per kg, 
compared to Tk 20-25 last year.

In Rangpur Sadar’s Nabdiganj village, 
farmer Sultan Ahmed cultivated 12 decimals of 
coriander, spending Tk 5,000. Three decimals 
were completely damaged, but he harvested 20-
25 kg per decimal from the rest. He sold 90 kg 
from four decimals for Tk 9,400 and expects good 
returns from the remaining crop.

At Rangpur Poura Bazar, trader Sirajul Haque 
said wholesalers are buying coriander at Tk 90-
100 per kg and selling it at Tk 120-140. “The price 
is falling and may drop to Tk 40-50 within a 
week,” he added.

Consumers, however, are feeling the strain. 
Schoolteacher Shahanur Rahman said he 

is buying only half his usual quantity. “We use 
more coriander in winter. It’s difficult to manage 
without it,” he said.

According to the Department of Agricultural 
Extension, coriander has been cultivated on 750 
hectares in the region this year. 

Sirajul Islam, additional director of the Rangpur 
DAE, said production of most leafy vegetables has 
fallen due to off-season rain. 

“Because of high demand, farmers are getting 
good prices. Except for potatoes, almost all 
vegetables are costlier this season,” he said.
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
