The USS George HW Bush
aircraft carrier has arrived
in the Middle East, the US
military said Thursday,
bringing the number of
the massive American
warships operating in the
region to three.

The Bush was sailing
“in the Indian Ocean in
the US Central Command
area of responsibility, April
23, the military command
responsible for the Middle
East said in a post on X that
included an image of the
carrier with its deck packed
with warplanes.

A second carrier - the
USS Gerald R Ford -- was
operating in the Red Sea on
Thursday, while a third --
the USS Abraham Lincoln

is also in the region,
according to social media
posts by CENTCOM.

The deployment of the
third aircraft carrier to
the Middle FEast comes
during a more than two-
week ceasefire that paused
the devastating US-Israeli
air campaign against Iran
that was launched in late
February.

The Ford sailed to Croatia
for repairs several weeks ago
after alaundry fire broke out
aboard the ship on March
12, but the world’s largest
aircraft carrier has since
returned to operations.

The Ford has been at
sea for more about 10
months -- a deployment
that has already seen it
take part in US operations
in the Caribbean, where
Washington’s forces have
carried out strikes on

Lebanon leaders accuse
Israel of war crime

Lebanon’s president and prime minister
yesterday accused Israel of a war crime,
after an airstrike killed a ILebanese
journalist in the country’s south, where
Israeli forces occupy several areas.

Rescuers and the reporter’s employer
on Wednesday confirmed the death of
Amal Khalil, a 42-year-old journalist
who worked for the Lebanese daily Al-
Akbar.

The civil defence agency said she was
killed in a strike on a house in the village
of al-Tiril.

“Israel deliberately targets journalists
in order to conceal the truth about its
crimes against Lebanon,” said President
Joseph Aoun, in a statement denouncing
“war crimes.”

Prime Minister Nawal Salam wrote
on X that “targeting journalists and
obstructing access for rescue teams
constitutes a war crime,” adding that
his government would take the attack to
international bodies.

A 10-day ceasefire has been in effect
in Lebanon since Friday, pausing the
war between Israel and the pro-Iranian
Hezbollah that has left more than 2,400
dead in Lebanon.

Khalil and another journalist had
taken refuge in a house in al-Tiri after an
Israeli airstrike targeted a car in front of
them, according (o Lebanon’s National
News Agency (NNA).

It said the two occupants of the
vehicle, the mayor of the nearby Israeli-
occupied town of Bint Jbeil and a man

with him, were killed.

An Israeli strike then targeted the
house where the two journalists had
taken refuge.

The health ministry said the attack
wounded journalist Zeinab Faraj -- who
was taken to hospital - and left Khalil
trapped.

A Lebanese Red Cross official had
told AFP they had “managed to rescue
Zeinab Faraj” but had not reached Khalil
and withdrew “because of a warning
strike”.

Lebanese authorities had to contact
UN peacekeepers deployed in southern

Lebanon, and it took several hours before
rescue workers could regain access to
the area o recover the journalist’s body
from the rubble.

Khalil, known for her courage and
respected by her colleagues, had covered
various wars in the region.

On March 28, three journalists
were killed in an Israeli airstrike in the
south, and UN experts called for an
international investigation.

Attack on Pak
mining project
Kills 10; 8 injured

A group of militants killed at least 10 people,
including a Turkish national, at a copper and
gold mining project in Pakistan’s southwestern
Balochistan province, oflicials said yesterday, with
another Turk taken hostage.

About 40 militants on motorcycles and other
vehicles stormed the mining project site of
Pakistani company National Resources Private
Limited in Chagai district on Wednesday.

“At least 10 people were killed in the incident,
including a Turkish national, six workers, and
three guards,” a local administration official told
AFP on condition of anonymity because he was
not authorised to speak to the media.

No group claimed responsibility, but local
ethnic separatist groups have intensified their
attacks in the region in recent years, including on
mining projects.

The Turk and three guards were killed when a
fuel tanker at the mine exploded during the attack,
the official said. “The militants also abducted one
Turkish national during the attack,” he said.

Balochistan is Pakistan’s poorest province and
largest by landmass. Baloch separatists accuse
Pakistan’s government of exploiting the province’s
natural gas and abundant mineral resources
without benefiting the local population.

Climate issue
scrubbed from G7
climate meeting!

Environment ministers from G7 nations yesterday
launched a two-day meeting in Paris, with climate
change kept off the agenda to avoid a row with the
United States.

The office of France’s ecology
minister Monique Barbut had
said the Group of Seven
would focus on “less
contentious issues” to
appease its largest and
most powerful member,
drawing criticism from

activists.
Barbut  said the
G7 “must remain a

forum for convergence”
and France as host was
prioritising unity at a time
when environmental protection

was slipping down the global agenda.

“I hope we can send a strong message of unity
and ambition”, Barbut said at the opening of the
meeting.

Italy, Canada, Japan, Germany and the United
Kingdom sent their environment ministers to
Paris, but Washington dispatched Usha-Maria
Turner, an assistant administrator at the US
Environmental Protection Agency.

Ocean conservation, funding for biodiversity,
and the transformation of dry areas into desert are
on the agenda, among other broad environmental
themes.

President Donald Trump’s administration
has withdrawn the United States from global
agreements on climate change and weakened
environmental protections since he returned to
office in 2025.
